80 years separate us from the most terrible all-out war on planet. While preparing this material for
publication, we strive to focus the attention not only of the domestic reader but also to convey to the audience
of other countries reliable scientific information about the fate of Ukraine in World War II. The authors set the
goal of finding out the place of the Ukrainian factor in the global confrontation of the mid-20th century and the
contribution of the Ukrainian people to the victory of the United Nations over the Axis bloc, as a result of which
Ukraine, along with other Nations (independent states), became a co-founder of the UN.

The methodological basis of the study is based on the theoretical developments of recognized representatives
of modern socio-humanitarian studies and military science, the terminological apparatus established in scientific
discourse and interdisciplinary methods of scientific knowledge. The scientific novelty of the study is determined
by the author s approaches to the research of the Ukraine s contribution to the fight against Nazism and fascism,
the objective recognition of which was granting it the status of a founding member of the United Nations.

During World War 11, the territory of Ukraine became the epicenter of the confrontation between Nazi
Germany and the Soviet Union. Due to circumstances, Ukrainians found themselves in different warring
camps, although the majority of combatants served in the Red Army. Due to hostilities, the occupation regime,
deportations and genocide, Ukraine suffered significant human and material losses, the consequences of which
were felt in all post-war decades. The construction of the outlines of the future post-war system by the leaders
of the “big three” was facilitated by their recognition of the significant contribution of the Ukrainian people
to the victorious end of the war. Despite the fact that in the geopolitical strategies of the winners, especially
in J. Stalin’s one, there was a desire to strengthen its position in the world, the presentation of Ukraine as a
full member of the international community (even if only partially formally) should be interpreted as an act of
historical justice. This fact disavows Putins pseudo-historical reminiscences about the exclusive role of russia
in ending the war and contributes to the deconstruction of the Soviet-russian myth of the “Great Patriotic War”
and the related mnemonic practices of “victory”.

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CZECHOSLOVAK MOBILISATION OF 1938

In 1938, due to threat from Nazi Germany that demanded territory of Czechoslovakia inhabited by Ger-
mans (Sudeten Germans), Czechoslovak government declared a mobilisation of military reserve. It was
the largest call-up in the history of the state; morve than 1,1 million men enlisted by that time into army (in
country of 15 million inhabitants). These men came from all nationalities that comprises Czechoslovak
population, thus their attitude toward Czechoslovak Armed Forces varied,; while Czechs were supposed
to be reliable soldiers, Germens (and Hungarians) were considered to be their opposite; between these
two limits there were others — Slovaks, Ruthenians/Ukrainians and Poles and other minorities. Despite
these differences, Czechoslovak mobilisation met all its requirements. Conscripted men properly enlisted
into army, most of them just in hours after call-up on 23 September 1938. According to prepared planes
of army high command, new units were formed and assumed their appointed positions close to borders
to be prepared for repulsing the attack of German Wehrmacht. Success of Czechoslovak mobilisation was
a result of systematic and long-time preparations that were commenced in fact in the moment the Czech-
oslovak Republic was created in 1918. Also, mobilisation was gradual process and conscription of more
than 1,1 million men was extended in period of time. Despite the fact Czechoslovakia was prepared to de-
fend itself — in extend that allowed its medium size. This, however, did not happen. Accepting the Munich
Agreement, that forced Czechoslovakia to hand over its borderland to Germany, Czechoslovak Armed
Forces never had a chance to prove its quality on battlefield. Disapproval of this decision became also the
beginning of questioning of Czechoslovak capitulation, which resulted in discussion whether the Czecho-
slovak Republic should resist despite anticipated losses.

Introduction. Recent events, namely Russian
aggression against Ukraine and war between Ha-
mas and Israel proved an importance of mobilisation
of recruits even in present days. Russian experience,
nevertheless, demonstrated that its execution can en-
counter number of obstacles; in this context, failure
could be also one of its results. That is why historical
approach has its significance. The topic of this article
is one such mobilisation that took place in the past; it
was Czechoslovak mobilisation of 1938, the largest
one in the history of state”.

This study aims to examine the course and cir-
cumstances of the mobilisation of the Czechoslovak
Armed Forces (Ceskoslovenskd brannd moc) and
their subsequent demobilisation. In doing so, the ar-

ticle makes use of established historical methods.
Key documents pertaining to the topic are deposit-
ed in Czech military archives in Prague (Vojensky
lstiedni archiv — Vojensky historicky archiv; VUA-
VHA). Most of them, nevertheless, were destroyed
by planned burning and only a few escaped the an-
nihilation. That is why an important value belongs
to memoirs of Josef Fetka, Czech operational officer
by the time of Munich Crisis (Fetka, J. 2015). An im-
portant part of all pieces of information also comes
from literature, of which there is number of arti-
cles and publications (see: Anger, J. 1989; Emmert,
F. 2015; Hamak, B. & Vondrovsky, 1. 2010; John,
M. 1997b; Sander, R. 1995; Straka, K. 2007), espe-
cially from author Pavel Sramek (Sramek, P. 1998;
Sramek, P., 2008; Sramek, P. 2020a), devoted to the
mobilisation as well as demobilisation of the Czech-
oslovak army.

Text of this study is divided into seven chapters
arranged in chronological order. The first three are
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descriptions of the circumstances under which the
mobilisation of the Czechoslovak Armed Forces was
announced, the following two describe the course
and result of the mobilisation, while the chapter on
the Munich Agreement and its consequences is fol-
lowed by a text that sheds light on the termination of
the military measures.

International Political Situation of Czechoslova-
kia in 1930s. Simple glance on the map of Czecho-
slovakia in interwar period testifies that the security
of the state, especially because of its ludicrously long
borders, depended on international relations. Natu-
rally, army command thoroughly observed surround-
ing states. At first, Czechoslovakia considered its
“arch-rival” to be Hungary. This was due to the un-
flagging efforts of Hungarian politicians to achieve a
revision of the borders, i.e. to regain the territories of
Slovakia and Carpathian Ruthenia that lost in favour
of Czechoslovakia by Treaty of Trianon (1920), and
the repeated attempts of the Habsburgs to regain the
Hungarian throne.

On the other hand, Germany was not considered
a threat for a long time". After all, the Czechoslovak
Armed Forces, even in peacetime numbers, were no-
ticeably stronger than the German ones until the mid-
1930s™, and the possible “march to Berlin”, which,
for example, Polish generals flaunted, would have
only been a matter of will and not of means.

The situation changed fundamentally at the be-
ginning of the 1930s when a marginal political
party — the National Socialist Party (Nazis) — rose
to power. The German political scene became radi-
calised, and the demonstrative withdrawal of Berlin
diplomats from the Geneva Conference for the Re-
duction and Limitation of Armaments was testimony
of their growing self-confidence. Its failure and the
parallel “Machtergreifung” of the Nazi Party in Jan-
uary 1933 meant that Czechoslovakia gained an open
adversary in Germany. This, however, revealed the
weakness of Czechoslovakia’s existing diplomatic
and military security provisions, which were com-

pletely dependent on France and the anti-Hungari-
an treaty called “Little Entente” — which comprises
Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia and Romania.

The attempt to secure a more favourable interna-
tional position for Czechoslovakia did not deliver a
clear result, as the only success was the conclusion
of the Czechoslovak-Soviet Treaty on 16 May 1935,
a problematic agreement with at least a troublesome
power (Pfaff, 1. 2002, pp. 25-38). Moreover, the de-
terioration in relations with Germany was not bal-
anced by an improvement in relations with either
Poland or Hungary; Czechoslovakia thus de facto
found itself in a situation where its neighbours were
exclusively hostile countries or states with which it
had strained relations (See, e.g.: Dejmek, J. 2002).
Under this constellation, the army remained the only
guarantor of state sovereignty.

Reorganisation and Modernisation of the Czech-
oslovak Armed Forces. The years 1932 to 1935 rep-
resent the period when the institutional and personnel
foundations for the last reorganisation and moderni-
sation of the Czechoslovak army were laid. At the
turn of 1932 and 1933, as an anticipation of German
threat, governmental advisory board, the Supreme
Council for the Defence of the State (Nejvyssi rada
obrany statu), was established; in 1934, the Czech-
oslovak Defence Act (Branny zakon) was amended,
and finally, in 1935, the Directorate of Fortification
Works (Reditelstvi opeviiovacich pract) and the For-
tification Council (Rada pro opeviiovdni) were estab-
lished. Symbolically, these changes are linked to the
accession of Army General Ludvik Krej¢i to the post
of Chief of the Main (General; Hlavni stab) Staff in
December 1933 (Fidler, J. 1998, pp. 153-166).

In this composition, the supreme command of
the Czechoslovak Armed Forces began to act. The
reorganisation proposal was embodied in the doc-
ument “Army in the Field” (Adrmdda v poli), which
was approved in May 1933. This was a regulation
of fundamental importance. In addition to the gen-
eral increase in numbers, the organisation of the
divisions changed. Instead of having four infantry
regiments in two brigades, they were to have only
three regiments in their composition. This measure
greatly simplified the work of the command, which
included the abolition of the brigade level, and im-
proved the operational capability of the division as a
whole. Moreover, some services were detached from
the division and placed under the corps headquarters
established for this purpose. The document simulta-
neously proclaimed the need to reorganise and rearm
the rapid deployment units to increase their mobility
and combat value. The entire armed forces were si-
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multaneously divided according to purpose into the
securing and manoeuvring parts, making it easier to
determine which units and formations should be re-
armed with new weapons and equipment as a matter
of priority.

The “Army in the Field” regulation was approved
in 1933 but was not enacted until 15 May 1935. The
postponement was due to the international situation,
especially the efforts to prevent Czechoslovakia from
being perceived as a potential aggressor from behind
the borders. This does not mean, however, that in-
dividual provisions were not continuously fulfilled;
after all, from 1933 onwards the army placed its first
orders for tank equipment, and in 1934 the first engi-
neer group headquarters began to operate, which was
responsible for organising the construction of Czech-
oslovak fortifications. Fortification lines should have
been built in first place alongside borders of Czech
lands but building planes were set to be finished by
1951. That is why their construction was not com-
plete by 1938, nevertheless, the result was impres-
sive; together there were built nearly 10,000 out
of 15,000 planned pillboxes and more than 200 for-
tresses, including five artillery fortresses (Emmert,
F. 2015, pp. 13-115; John, M. 1997b, pp. 276-372;
Straka, K. 2007, pp. 28-45; 54-83).

There is also one aspect that needs to be stressed.
Czechoslovak army, since adoption of National De-
fence Act in 1920, was formed as a conscript army
with active duty. At the beginning, the service was
set to last 24, then 18 and finally 14 months. By the
end of 1934, as a reaction to worsening international
situation, a new legislation prolonged the compulso-
ry service to two years. Number of soldiers in peace
time, thus, gradually grew, from ca. 140,000 by
1932 to nearly 200,000 by the end of 1937. At the
same time increased figures for commissioned of-
ficers reached nearly 12,000 (from previous ca.
9,500) (R. Sander. 1995, pp. 25-26). All these also
meant that by 1938 Czechoslovak army had large re-
serves; nearly all grown men disposed of some form
of military training.

Czechoslovak Crisis. Although the reorganisa-
tion and modernisation of the Czechoslovak army
and the construction of the fortress belt proceeded at
a hasty pace, political developments unfolded even
faster. In November 1937, the German leader and
Reich Chancellor Adolf Hitler set out to destroy the
Czechoslovak state, already in the course of 1938.
In that, he relied on the Sudeten German Party (Su-
detendeutsche Partei), the most influential German
political party in Czechoslovakia, which in the mean-
time had “nazified” itself — which meant that influ-

ence over the party gained politicians who demanded
strict orientation to Nazi Germany.

Upon instructions from Germany, the Sudeten
German Party adopted a strategy of confrontation
with the Czechoslovak government, which was im-
plemented through a constant escalation of their
demands. These were embodied in the eight-point
Carlsbad Programme that the party adopted at its
congress on 24 April 1938. In it, they demand-
ed their own autonomous territory where the Nazi
regime would be established. If the possible crea-
tion of a Sudeten German self-government had its
rationale and support in national and international
law, establishing a dictatorship in part of a demo-
cratic state would not only be unconstitutional but,
above all, unrealistic.

New tactics of Sudeten German Party let to cri-
sis in relations with Czechoslovak Republic and
later into international crisis; in Czech historiogra-
phy, this situation is referred to as a “Munich Cri-
sis”, outside of Czechoslovakia was coined the term
“Czechoslovak Crisis”. The decisive moment in its
development was the so-called partial mobilisation
on 20 May 1938. The mobilisation, or more precisely
“extraordinary measures”, was a response to the find-
ings by the Military Intelligence Service that German
troops were approaching the Czechoslovak borders.
Although selected groups of conscripts obediently
enlisted, demonstrating Czechoslovakia’s determina-
tion and ability to defend itself, development among
world power was different — and decisive. Given all
the international ties, there was a danger that a pos-
sible armed conflict between Czechoslovakia and
Germany could escalate into a European war. That
is why an independent commission was set up after
the crisis subsided to investigate the incident. How-
ever, the commission concluded that Germany had
not carried out any manoeuvres in the vicinity of the
Czechoslovak borders and that the mobilisation was
therefore unjustified. This meant that Czechoslova-
kia began to be seen as the aggressor, a fact diligently
fed by Nazi propaganda (Kokoska, S. 2000, pp. 99—
114; Lukes, 1. 1995, pp. 79-97).

The long-term consequences of the May mobili-
sation therefore turned out to be to Czechoslovakia’s
disadvantage, as the willingness of Western coun-
tries to engage in its favour declined sharply. This
fact was particularly sensitive because, at the same
time, Adolf Hitler finally pushed through his inten-
tions with the German generals, namely the final ver-
sion of “Case Green” (Fall Griin); it set the deadline
for the attack on Czechoslovakia as 1 October 1938
(Kniha “O”. 1946, pp. 83-88).
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In the summer of 1938, the Czechoslovak crisis
shifted to the level of bilateral negotiations between
the Czechoslovak government and representatives
of the Sudeten German Party. However, Lord Walter
Runciman, whom Czechoslovakia had accepted as
the mediator of the talks, improperly interfered in the
situation. During the summer months, the Sudeten
German Party successively rejected three Czechoslo-
vak proposals on how to solve the situation. Finally,
on 5 September 1938, the Czechoslovak government
submitted their “Fourth Plan”, accepting all the de-
mands of Carlsbad Programme. This put the Sudeten
German Party in a difficult situation. If it intended
to continue its strategy of escalating its demands, it
could not accept the plan. Still, at the same time, it
could not simply reject it, for that would discredit it
in the eyes of the Czechoslovak as well as foreign
public.

The Sudeten German Party therefore made use
of so-called Ostrava Incident, during which their
representatives were insulted by Czechoslovak po-
liceman®, as an excuse to end negotiations with the
government. A few days of tension followed, with no
indication of what would come next. At the Nurem-
berg Nazi rally on 12 September 1938, Hitler broke
the situation. In his speech, he assaulted Czechoslo-
vakia and President Edvard Benes§ in particular. In
response, an uprising of Germans burst out in the
Czech borderlands. However, the government and
the army reacted immediately and suppressed it
swiftly within two days.

After the defeat of the uprising, the top leaders
of the Sudeten German Party fled to Germany. Their
plan had failed, with the Sudeten-German problem
coming to a standstill as a result. At this point, the
Nazi regime intervened in developments once more,
this time fatally. On 15 September 1938, during a
meeting with British Prime Minister Neville Cham-
berlain, which took place at his residence in Bercht-
esgaden, Adolf Hitler raised a demand for Czecho-
slovakian territory inhabited by Germans.

This fundamentally changed the content of the
Czechoslovak Crisis. It was no longer a matter of the
relationship between Czechoslovakia and the Ger-
man minority, but an international dispute between
Czechoslovakia and Germany.

Based on the demands from Berchtesgaden, on
19 September 1938, the diplomats of the United
Kingdom, together with the French, handed over a
note to the Czechoslovak government calling on it

to surrender the borderlands. On behalf of President
Edvard Benes, the government initially refused to
do so. Still, after further pressure from envoys Bas-
il Newton and Léopold de Lacroix, they decided to
comply with these demands.

The acceptance of the Berchtesgaden require-
ments caused a violent social crisis. Large-scale
demonstrations broke out in Czechoslovakia, forcing
the government to resign. It was therefore obvious
that the Czechoslovak public would not allow any
“carving up” of the state and would rather face the
risk of war. The newly established government of
Army General Jan Syrovy (Fidler, J. 1999, pp. 256—
274) — who was viewed as a hero of the First World
War — subsequently declared mobilisation on 23 Sep-
tember 1938. It was just in time. Couple of days lat-
er, Adolf Hitler, declared that demands a territory
of Czechoslovakia inhabited by Germans otherwise
he is ready to use a force. He even set a term to com-
mence the military engagement — on 28 September
1938, 2.00 p.m. (Celovsky, B. 1958, pp. 173-382).

Mobilisation of the Czechoslovak Armed Forces.
The declaration of mobilisation represented the cul-
mination of the military-political measures adopted
gradually during September 1938. In response to the
uprising of the Sudeten Germans, during the night of
13 to 14 September 1938, the army high command
decided to implement “Plan C”. Under this plan, spe-
cialists were called up for a special military exercise,
with several other measures also put in place. At this
point, the size of the Czechoslovak army grew to
about 360,000 men.

However, the situation during September
1938 changed very quickly. Only four days later,
on 17 September 1938, the youngest reservists were
called up. On 21 September 1938, the generals in
reserve were reactivated. Finally, one day later, full
combat readiness of the National Defence Guard
(Straz obrany statu)” was declared under “Plan O”
(Czech for “Ostraha Hranic”; English “Border De-
fence”) and simultaneously placed under the mil-
itary command. As a result, the overall strength of
the Czechoslovak Armed Forces reached about
500,000 members.

The final decision to carry out the mobilisation
was made on 23 September 1938 at 10.15 p.m.,
with the population informed by radio during the
night. Although the first mobilisation day was set for
25 September 1938, the Czechoslovak conscripts be-

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gan to leave for their units as early as the night of
23 to 24 September 1938. This fact, on the one hand,
complicated the smoothness and arrangement of the
mobilisation. On the other hand, it accelerated it, al-
though the enlistment of men into service was pro-
longed for several days and lasted effectively until
4 October 1938. All members of the first reserve, i.e.
men up to 40 years of age, and selected specialists
from so-called second reserve, i.e. persons between
41 and 50 years of age, were called up. On the day
the mobilisation was announced, Czechoslovakia si-
multaneously entered a state of defence emergency
(Straka, K. 2007, pp. 104—120).

The range of people allowed to serve in the armed
forces expanded the following day, 24 September
1938, when the recruitment of volunteers was per-
mitted. It concerned men between the ages of 17 and
50 years, i.e. those who had not yet completed com-
pulsory military service, for example, because of their
age or studies, or who belonged to the second reserve.

Czechoslovakia was multinational state of 15 mil-
lion inhabitants. According to census of 1930, Czechs
comprised only 50,2 % of population; then there
were Slovaks, approximately 15,8 %, who — together
with Czechs — were supposed to be Czechoslovaks;
but the reality was more complicated, and number
of Slovaks did not identify themselves with Czech-
oslovak state. The largest minority were Germans
with 22,3 % share in populations, Hungarians with
4,8 %, Ruthenians (Rusyns)/Ukrainians with 3,8 %,
and Poles with 0,6 % (Srb, V. 1998, pp. 460—461).

Attitude of nations towards military service var-
ied. From the point of view of military representa-
tives, Czechs were supposed to be reliable soldiers.
That is why they became more often officers and also
took up decisive positions. The Czechoslovak Armed
Forces had no special or elite units. To a certain ex-
tent this status belonged to the border regiments.
Since they were to defend fortresses of the Czech-
oslovak fortifications and fight on the front line in
exposed sections, selecting their members was par-
ticularly demanding. In addition to physical require-
ments, candidates for service had to meet state and
national reliability criteria; that is why vast majority
of them were Czechs'. Other Slavic nations, Slovaks,
Ruthenians/Ukrainians and Poles, were considered
less reliable, but eligible for officer careers and po-
sition in combat units. On the other hand, there were
Germans and Hungarians who generally opposed

Czechoslovak state; it had also its military conse-
quences. For example, among active Czechoslovak
officers there were only 7,0 % Germans and 0,2 %
Hungarians (Sander, R. 1995, pp. 34-43).

Position of respective nations towards Czech-
oslovak Armed Forces manifested itself also dur-
ing mobilisation call. That is why all Czechs com-
menced their military service, while important part
of Germans disobeyed and even left for Germany;
nevertheless, some half or two thirds of all Germans
reported themselves to assigned unit. It is estimated
that in total 126 500 men disobeyed the call-up, i.e.
some 10,1 % of all mobilized men (see below) (An-
ger, J. 1989, p. 50).

Volunteers from abroad also offered their help in
arms to Czechoslovakia. For a total of about 3 000 of
these candidates, who mainly came from Yugosla-
via, Romania, Poland and the Baltic countries, a
headquarters for foreign volunteers was formed on
27 September 1938.

From the moment the mobilisation was an-
nounced, the Czechoslovak Armed Forces began the
transition to wartime organisation, with completion
set for 30 September 1938. This wartime organiza-
tion derived from piece structure of armed forces.
In strategic and operational level, the headquarters
were renamed and reshaped to field commands.
This meant, first of all, that Main Staff became Main
(High) Command; also, Army General Ludvik Krej¢i
was appointed as the Commander-in-Chief of the
Czechoslovak forces. The entire Main Command
moved from Prague; first to Klanovice, small village
ca. 15 km east of the capital, and then finally to Racice
Castle near Vyskov in southern Moravia. The latter
was chosen due to its suitable location; Czechoslo-
vak commanders expected that German army would
attack in two direction, both from Austria to north
and from Silesia to south, making the Racice Cas-
tle to be close to both main battlefields. Naturally,
the whole command did not reside in one building
but in number of surrounding villages. Whole com-
mand had nearly 1 000 men and was supported by
number of units, especially of air force and air de-
fence (Sramek, P. 2020a, pp. 68—77).

Pertaining to the army level, the situation was
similar. Piece-time so-called provincial commands
(zemské velitelstvi) — there were four of them — were
reorganized into army commands; thus, the Prague
command formed the headquarters of I Army, the
Brno command became the 11 Army, which withdrew
to northern Moravia and Silesia, the Bratislava com-
mand in Slovakia was reshaped into the III Army,
and finally, the KoSice command in eastern Slova-
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kia and Carpathian Ruthenia was converted into
IV Army and moved to southern Moravia.

The defining element of the mobilisation was not
only the call-up of soldiers from the reserve, but above
all the formation of new units. Each military forma-
tion of corps-level and below was therefore charged
with forming so-called “mobilisation twin”, technical-
ly unit “B”. Its basis formed staff personnel that was
split up into two groups, i.e. headquarters of two units;
thus, for example, deputy commander became com-
mander of newly formed troop. In its result, field army
had fourteen army corps instead of seven in peace.
Six of these corps were designed as “border zones”
(hranicni pasmo) with numbers XI to XVI.

By the 1938, Czechoslovak army had seventeen
infantry divisions. By applying the same principle,
after reorganization, there were 34 divisions in total.
However, twelve of these divisions were designed
as “border areas” (hranicni oblast) with numbers
31 to 42. In contrast to division, “border area” was
equipped with additional units, especially of tanks
and tankettes and air defence companies, due to
fact that they represented a first-echelon on the bat-
tlefield (John, M. 1997b, pp. 34-35). Together with
four “rapid divisions” — formations that comprised
tanks and motorized units — there were 38 divisions.

Additionally, three more units were formed — two
so-called “groups” (skupina) 1 and 2, and “district
Prague” (okrsek); despite their strange designation
they had similar organization to divisions. To sum up,
Czechoslovakia built up 41 divisions together. How-
ever, there were not set, in contrast to other armed
forces, a strict organization for each division. Most
of them were formed of three infantry regiments
and one artillery regiment, but some had instead
of regiment one battalion and instead of artillery reg-
iment only artillery battalion etc. Then, each division
had one reconnaissance, one engineer and one signal
battalion. With slight exaggeration, it can be said that
it was impossible to find two units at the division-
al level with identical compositions. Their strength
also corresponded to this, varying from ten to twenty
thousand men (Fetka, J. 2015, pp. 226-230; Straka,
K. 2007, pp. 100-127).

Organisation and Combat Value of the Mobilised
Army. After 25 September 1938, the Czechoslovak
army took its positions on the borders, according
to Assemble Plan VII, or its XIII variant (John, M.
1997b, pp. 392-415; Sramek, P. 2020b, pp. 73—-80)%
Although in the following days the deployment of

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some volumes changed, its combat formation was as
follows (Figure 1; Figure 2).

The territory of Bohemia was defended by the
I Army of Army General Sergej Vojcechovsky’;
its headquarters was located in Kutnd Hora east
of Prague and it consisted of about 265 000 mem-
bers. It was made up of the I and II Corps and Bor-
der Zones XI and XII, which included ten divisional
units, with the 18" Division in reserve.

The II Army was stationed in the north of
Moravia and in Silesia; it disposed of 135 000 men
commanded from Olomouc by Divisional General
Vojtéch Luza. It consisted of the IV Corps and Bor-
der Zone XIII, with three divisions in total, and the
8™ Division as a reserve.

The IV Army was deployed in southern Moravia,
with headquarters in Brno; Army General Lev Prch-
ala had 140 000 men under his command. It consist-
ed of the III and VI Corps and Border Zone XIX of
six divisions, including the 4™ Rapid Division. The
army also had extensive reserves, which included the
2" Rapid Division and the V Corps with two divi-
sions.

The task of the III Army was to defend the ter-
ritory of Slovakia and Carpathian Ruthenia with
about 117 000 men; its command headed by Army
General Josef Votruba was based in Kremnica in cen-
tral Slovakia. It included the VII Corps and Border
Zones XV and XVI, which had four divisions in to-
tal, and the 3™ Rapid Division, with the 10" and 11™
Divisions in reserve (for detailed number of respec-
tive armies, see: Anger, J. 1989, p. 59).

The Main Command reserves supplemented
the already relatively numerous reserves of the ar-
mies; they were deployed for the most part in central
Moravia, i.e. in the geographical centre of Czecho-
slovakia, from where they could effectively intervene
according to the actual development of the situation.
They consisted of the VIII Corps of three divisions
and six other divisions, including the 1% Rapid Divi-
sion, and together consisted of about 500 000 men.

Air force formations were divided into small
units and subordinated to army commanders. For
example, the I Army obtained three squadrons (pe-
rut) of fighter and bomber planes and nine flights
of reconnaissance and signal planes. Under direct

command of Army General Ludvik Krej¢i there were
two bomber air regiments and eight flights of fight
and reconnaissance planes.

The mobilized Czechoslovak army was the largest
fighting force in the history of the Czech/Czechoslo-
vak states. At the end of September 1938, there were
1 131 000 members in its ranks, including 48 000 of-
ficers and 9 000 staff sergeants, and 3 000 foreign
volunteers. These numbers are, however, only indic-
ative, as they varied virtually from day to day.

The armament figures are also impressive. The
defence force consisted of 484 armoured vehicles,
3 320 guns, 1 350 machine guns, 750 000 rifles and
905 combat aircraft. It also had 26 000 motorised ve-
hicles and 217 000 horses at its disposal (Emmert,
F. 2015, p. 89; Fetka, J. 2015, pp. 226-230; Hamak,
B. & Vondrovsky, 1. 2010, pp. 37-173; John, M.
1997b, pp. 416-556; Straka, K. 2007, pp. 140-145)°.
It meant that there was enough armament for all en-
listed men. However, there were also some setbacks;
first of all, artillery regiments that had large share
of Germans — who partially avoided their duties —
were not in full strength; moreover, Czechoslovak
army was not able to fulfil its numbers of motorized
vehicles, mostly cargo lorries, and thus lacked means
of mobility (John, M. 1997b, pp. 175-211).

The armoured vehicles and aircraft in particu-
lar are worth a closer look. The most common type
of tanks was the Model 34 (Czech designation L¢
vz. 34), of which there were 298. In addition, there
were fifty Model 35 tanks (L¢ vz. 35), then seventy
tankettes of Model 33 and sixty-six armoured vehi-
cles of types Model 30 and Model 27*. As for the
air force, fighter aircraft were of fundamental impor-
tance for the defensive war. These were represent-
ed by fighter Avia B-534, of which there were 350,
including gun versions. Bomber aircraft, of which
there were a total of 185, were divided into light,
represented by Aero Ab-101 and Avia B-71, and
heavy, consisting of Aero MB-200 and Avia F-X.
Most of them, more specifically 370, were reconnais-
sance aircraft; among them were Letov S-328, Letov
S-528 and Avia A-100 (Emmert, F. 2015, p. 127). All
mentioned Czechoslovak pieces of machinery were
of domestic production and, in comparison, belonged

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to the above-average. It evident by their later combat
history. Despite major technological advances during
the years of the Second World War, they remained
in the arsenal of many countries until the end of the
war. Most of them were incorporated into the Ger-
man armed forces. For example, Model 35 tanks took
part in campaigns against Poland, to the West and
against the Soviet Union (see, e.g.: Binar, A. 2022),
and B-534 fighters served as training machines for
the German Luftwaffe.

Munich Agreement and its Consequences. The
Czechoslovak army was ready and determined to
defend the independence and integrity of the state.
However, it never got the chance to prove its quali-
ties in battle. On 29 September 1938, representatives
of four powers, Germany, Italy, the United King-
dom, and France, met in so-called Fuhrer’s Building
in Munich. In short time, they came to a conclusion
that Czechoslovakia should fulfil Hitler’s demands,
i.e. to give up its borderland to Germany, otherwise it
would be blamed for all following causes. Moreover,
Czechoslovak diplomats were not allowed to take
a part in negotiation, they were simply informed
about results.

Next day, 30 September 1938, was very vivid day,
especially for members of government and for Presi-
dent Edvard Benes in Kolowrat Palace and in Prague
Castle. Discussions were heated and sometimes an-
gry, but there were not many options; Czechoslo-
vak cabinet could decline the Munich agreement —
and risk the war with Germany with no support
from France — or accept it and cripple the Czecho-
slovakia. Finally, in early afternoon, Czechoslovak
government agreed with conditions of agreement.
According to the deal, Czechoslovakia was obliged
to hand over all its territory with German majority
(more than 50 % of inhabitants) and to settle its ter-
ritorial disputes with Poland and Hungary — result-
ing in further loss of its territory (among other titles
to the topic, see: Celovsky, B. 1958; Douglas, R.
1977, pp. 67-77; Grochalski, S. M & Lis, M. 2009,
pp- 11-30; Taylor, T. 1979, pp. 681-977).

The army, obeying orders, fully accepted the de-
cision of the highest constitutional representatives
and began to withdraw in an orderly manner, albe-
it with clenched fists (Binar, A. 2018, pp. 71-84;
Sramek, P. 2004, pp. 56-87).

On the basis of the Munich Agreement, adopted
by the Czechoslovak government on 30 September
1938, the clearing the Czechoslovak border regions
began. The agreement itself was accompanied by a
map marking the four occupation zones. The first
one, located in southern Bohemia, was to be occu-

pied on 1 and 2 October, and the second one, which
included the northern part of Bohemia, on 2 and
3 October. Territorially, the most extensive was the
third zone in western Bohemia, which was to be
occupied between 3 and 5 October 1938. The last,
fourth zone, located in northern Moravia and western
Silesia was occupied by the German armed forces on
6 and 7 October 1938.

However, these four areas represented only the
undisputed minimum requirements of Germany. The
delimitation of the last and most extensive area, the
fifth zone, was to be the subject of discussions by
an international committee. The Czechoslovaks were
also represented there, with a delegation led by Vo-
jtéch Mastny, the Czechoslovak envoy in Berlin, and
Divisional General Karel Husarek (Straka, K. 2008).

Although the Czechoslovak delegates did
everything in their power to enforce the Czechoslo-
vak demands, the shape of the new state borders had
already been decided in principle. Their efforts only
postponed the beginning of the occupation by a few
hours and, in the case of the course of the borders,
led to minor adjustments of a local nature (Biman, S.
1998, pp. 72—-137).

Including the border changes that took place a
little later in Slovakia and in Carpathian Ruthenia,
Czechoslovak Republic had lost a third of its terri-
tory and population®. The fact that it remained an in-
organic entity is evidenced by the length of the state
borders, which remained almost unchanged; from the
original 4 192 km, it was shortened by a negligible
28 km; this means that for every kilometre of the bor-
der there was a territory of only 20 km?; and if the
whole state was nearly 1 100 km long, its narrowest
point in Moravia had only 70 km in width*.

By surrendering its borderland, Czechoslovakia
in fact lost most of its defence potential. Crucial was
the fact that fortification lines against Germany were
situated almost entirely on ceded territory. This, to-
gether with unfit geographical situation, meant that
any possibilities of military defence were no longer
possible.

The new national borders were the most visible
consequence of the Munich Agreement. However,
its implications were much more profound. After
all, the period following its adoption on 30 Sep-

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tember 1938 is referred to as the Second Republic,
which significantly distinguishes it from the previ-
ous epoch. The events after “Munich” caused social
trauma that soon began to be reflected in publicly
shared values and the constitutional and political
systems.

The resignation of Edvard Bene§ on 5 October
1938 was not only a symbolic gesture, but also had
far-reaching constitutional consequences. Society
began to look for the culprit of the national tragedy,
which was seen both in his person and in the ram-
pant party system. At the same time, the system of
separation of powers between the various constitu-
tional bodies was significantly disrupted. The cabinet
of Rudolf Beran pushed through laws that “empow-
ered” the government to issue regulations having the
force of law while granting the president the right to
change the constitution’s wording. This removed the
parliament as an entity of power from the political
game and concentrated state authority exclusively in
the hands of the executive power.

In Slovakia and Carpathian Ruthenia, power-po-
litical development proceeded at a more dynamic
pace, with a more pronounced departure from dem-
ocratic principles. It was due to fact that both lands
gained autonomy during October 1938, with political
events often taking place independently of develop-
ments in Prague. It is therefore clear that even polit-
ically, the Second Republic was not a homogeneous
entity (among number of titles see: Gebhart, J. &
Kuklik, J. 2004, pp. 50-122).

The constitutional and political changes also had
an impact on the Czechoslovak Armed Forces. The
efforts of Slovaks and Ruthenians to divide it into
three national units became a very hot topic. Howev-
er, the Prague headquarters managed to prevent this,
with the Czechoslovak army remaining one of the
few bearers of the idea of state unity in the reality of
the Second Republic.

Demobilisation of the Czechoslovak Armed Forc-
es. Adopting the Munich Agreement did not mean
that the threat of war between Czechoslovakia and
Nazi Germany automatically dissipated, but with
each passing day, it did become lower and lower. At
the beginning of October 1938, the clashes on the
Czechoslovak-German border also stopped simul-
taneously. Incidents only occurred occasionally, for
example, in Cesky Krumlov in southern Bohemia on
2 October 1938. It was therefore evident that the se-
curity situation had changed and that the reasons for
maintaining a field army were losing traction.

Firstly, all Czechoslovak unit of first echelon left
borderland, as mentioned above, and retreated to un-

disputed territory, so-called Czech “inland” (Straka,
K. 2008, pp. 133-160). Then, the reduction of army
began; firstly, by granting of short-term leave to
those soldiers who resided in the border areas. This
concerned Germans, who became citizens of the
German Reich and were therefore excluded from
conscription®. In the case of Czech soldiers from the
borderland, its purpose was to allow them to move
their property to an unoccupied part of Czechoslo-
vakia.

Another measure followed on 4 October 1938,
when the call-up of conscripts from reserves was
terminated. Even so, during the following days, new
soldiers kept arriving, but were no longer sent to their
assigned units, which in the meantime took a holding
position in their assemble area. On the same day, the
battalions of the National Defence Guard were re-
moved from subordination to the military command.

The actual decision to begin demobilisation was
taken by the government on 6 October 1938 in the
presence of top Czechoslovak commanders. Besides
Army General Jan Syrovy, who held the position of
Prime Minister, the meeting was attended by Divi-
sional General Karel Husarek of the Directorate of
Fortification Works, Brigadier General Vladimir Ka-
jdos, Chief of Main Staff, and Army General Ludvik
Krej¢i, Commander-in-Chief of the Czechoslovak
Armed Forces. At the same time, it was decided that
conscripts would be sent home in stages. The deci-
sion to spread demobilisation over a longer period
of time aroused disapproval and a wave of criticism
among soldiers, especially those who were to be the
last to remain; they were often worried about their
jobs, namely that they would be taken by previously
discharged conscripts. However, the army command
argued that for a number of reasons, demobilisa-
tion could not be carried out overnight. First of all,
because international tensions remained high and
threatened to escalate into an armed conflict, this time
with Hungary. Moreover, many commanders feared
that the Germans would not respect the demarcation
line and would start advancing into the interior of the
Czech lands. There were also purely technical rea-
sons. Apart from the measures already taken in terms
of accommodation and catering for the soldiers, the
transport capacity of the Czechoslovak railway and
road network had to be taken into account (Emmert,
F. 2015, pp. 160-167).

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Since Czechoslovakia lost vast of its fortifica-
tion there was no need to maintain units that were
designated for their defence, so-called “border reg-
iments”; in total, there were five of them. Their dis-
solution proceeded rapidly, with all of them having
to be disbanded by 30 November 1938 (Stehlik, E.
1997, pp. 20-57)%.

The demobilisation of the armed forces initial-
ly concerned the Czech lands exclusively. The first
phase took place on 9 and 10 October 1938, with the
second phase starting a day later, both to be complet-
ed by mid-October. During the course of these phas-
es, the members of the auxiliary and rear formations,
mostly from the reserve of the Main Command, were
also discharged. The purpose of this measure was to
preserve the fighting strength of the Czechoslovak
army.

The third phase of demobilisation took place be-
tween 17 and 19 October 1938 and ended a week lat-
er on 26 October 1938. It applied to all reservists who
served in the ranks of the I, Il and IV Army; III Army
that was located in Slovakia were still in alert and
prepared to repulse possible military attack from
Hungary. The only exception was the last year of re-
servists who were called up on 17 September 1938.
The final phase, which extended from 23 October to
16 November 1938, saw the remaining conscripts,
including the youngest year, finally sent home. By
2 December 1938, the strength of Czechoslovak
Armed Forces decreased to 220 000 men. Final ar-
rangement, cancellation of state of defence emergen-
cy, came into force on 28 February 1939 (Emmert, F.
2015, pp. 160-167); three weeks later, Czechoslova-
kia was occupied by Nazis and seized to exist. That
is why since this moment discussion, both among
historians and broader society — whether Czechoslo-
vakia should have defence itself — began (selectively
to the topic e.g.: Kural, V. & Anger, J. &Miiller, K.-J.
1992; Sramek, P. 2005, pp. 128—139).

Conclusion. The September mobilisation of
1938 was a test in which the Czechoslovak Armed
Forces came through with flying colours by man-
aging it organisationally and building a powerful
fighting force at the borders. Czechoslovak society
also passed muster when it resolutely obeyed the
call-up and prepared for defence. The country’s
army was prepared to the maximum extent possi-
ble for a medium-sized state like Czechoslovakia,
especially considering its economic and human re-
sources available. These were also used much more
effectively than in its opponent’s case, which de-
serves to be noted.

Success of Czechoslovak mobilisation, and this
needs to be strongly stressed, was a result of sys-
tematic and long-time preparations that were com-
menced in fact in the moment the Czechoslovak Re-
public was created in 1918. Also, mobilisation was
gradual process and draft of more than 1.1 million
men was extended in period of time of some three
weeks; crucial, however, were two or three days that
followed call-up on 23 September 1938.

However, all the military-political measures tak-
en perished the very moment when, on behalf of
President Edvard Benes, the Czechoslovak govern-
ment accepted the Munich Agreement and therefore
undertook to hand over part of its territory to Nazi
Germany, and later on to Poland and to Hungary.
Immediately after that, demobilisation was initiated.
This took place in phases and lasted, in fact, until
the demise of the state. Shortly after its completion,
the Czech lands were occupied by Nazi Germany,
Carpathian Ruthenia by Hungary and Slovakia de-
clared independence, so the Czechoslovak state de
facto ceased to exist. However, the agitated emo-
tions of the men, who as soldiers had shown their
willingness to lay down their lives for their country,
did not allow them to accept the situation passively.
This explains the rapid organisational formation of
anti-Nazi resistance, its initially considerable scope,
and the later establishment of Czechoslovak military
forces in exile.

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NEW APPROACH AT KHARKIV OPERATION PROGRESS IN THE SPRING OF 1942

The article, based on modern research, highlights the Kharkiv offensive of Soviet troops in May 1942. The
preparation and planning of the operation were considered, and the situation that developed before the start
of the offensive on Kharkiv was analyzed. It is noted that at the stage of planning the offensive on Kharkiv, the
Soviet command, having received intelligence about a possible enemy offensive, did not make adjustments to the
distribution of military units on the fronts and did not cancel the offensive. Contrary to the actual circumstances,
the troops of the Southwestern Front launched an offensive operation aimed at defeating the Kharkiv group of
German, seizing Kharkiv, and creating conditions for an offensive deep into Ukraine.

Due to the lack of active Red Army actions on other sections of the Soviet-German front, the German
command secretly created a group on the Barvinkivskyi salient. Such actions led to a clash in the spring of
1942 near Kharkiv between the strategic goals of the Soviet and German commands. The balance of forces on
both warring sides was almost equal. However, German infantry divisions at that time had extensive combat
experience and a significant advantage over Soviet infantry divisions in firepower, striking power, command and
control, and communications.

1t is noted that in the Battle of Kharkiv, tanks supplied to the USSR under the Lend-Lease program from Great
Britain and USA were used in large numbers. German troops conducted Operation “Frederikus-1" and broke
through to the rear of the main strike group of the Southwestern Front, which led to the encirclement of Soviet
troops, from which a small number of personnel and equipment managed to escape. The Soviet troops were
defeated in May 1942 near Kharkiv and were forced to go on the defensive in unfavorable conditions.

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LUFTWAFFE “FIRE TEAM” IN THE BATTLE OVER UKRAINE:
COMBAT OPERATIONS OF HS 129 STORM FIGHTERS

During World War II, the Luftwaffe used a single type of specialized attack aircraft — the Henschel Hs 129.
The main theatre of its use was the southern sector of the Eastern Front, that is, the territory of Ukraine. Here
these aircraft operated almost continuously from May 1942 to May 1944 (and then for a short time in July 1944).
In 1942—1943, these aircraft played a notable role in the battles for Kharkiv, in 1944 — in defensive operations in
Right-Bank Ukraine. Also in 1942 and 1944 Hs 129 operated in the Crimea, in 1943 — early 1944 participated in
the battles for the Dnipro. The tactics of using Luftwaffe attack aircraft were largely formed under the influence
of their insufficient numbers. Formed into small units, they manoeuvred along the front line, concentrating on
key areas. That is, they were used as a kind of “fire team”, trying to localize enemy breakthroughs. Several
Hs 129 detachments could not influence the course of hostilities as a whole, but were quite capable of correcting
the situation on a small section of the front.

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SOVIET SPECIAL PROPAGANDA DURING WORLD WAR II:
STRUCTURE, TECHNICAL MEANS AND ACTIVITIES

This article highlights the key stages in the development of the structure of the Red Armys special
propaganda bodies during World War I1. In particular, it examines the creation of specialized propaganda
departments and their tasks aimed at influencing the enemy s morale. The study analyzes Soviet technical
means used to impact the adversary during combat operations, including sound broadcasting stations,
loudspeaker systems, propaganda aviation, and printed agitation materials. Special attention is given to
the effectiveness of these means, their technical characteristics, and their limitations in combat conditions.
The work of front-line propaganda departments is considered through the examples of the Crimean and
Korsun-Shevchenko operations of the Red Army. Specifically, the article analyzes the methods of influence,
including the use of leaflets, loudspeaker systems, and captivity propaganda, as well as their impact on

the enemy s morale.

materials.

Introduction. Military propaganda is one of the
key instruments of information and psychologic-
al warfare, which accompanies combat operations
and affects the morale of both one’s own troops and
the enemy. The experience of World War II demon-
strates the significant impact of Soviet propaganda
on demoralizing the enemy, encouraging surren-
der, and creating divisions within enemy military
groups. The successful use of agitation through
printed materials, sound systems, and individual
work with prisoners underscores the necessity of a
deeper study of information influence methods in
modern warfare.

The relevance of this issue is driven by the fact
that contemporary military conflicts are increasingly
taking on the characteristics of complex confronta-
tions, where the informational component plays no
less a role than traditional combat actions. In the con-
text of high-tech advancements and the widespread
use of digital communication tools, information and
psychological operations have become even more in-
fluential. Studying the historical experience of Soviet
propaganda allows for an assessment of its effective-
ness, the identification of strengths and weaknesses,
and the adaptation of the most successful methods to

modern realities.
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Analysis of research and publications related
to this article. The issues selected for this study have
been examined in specialized literature, primarily by
M. Burtsev (the founder of the Red Army’s special
propaganda service) and D. Volkogonov (the head
of the special propaganda department, later Deputy
Chief of the Main Political Directorate (MPD) of the
Soviet Army and Navy). These works are of inter-
est as they were written by eyewitnesses of the era;
however, they are overly ideological and do not fully
cover all aspects that aroused our interest. At the end
of the 20" century, publications on the history of
propaganda emerged, including works by N. Volkov-
skii. This author studied the history of propaganda in
general, so the amount of information specifically re-
lated to World War II events is relatively small. In our
case, the work of I. Moshchanskii deserves attention,
as it explores the structure of the Soviet propaganda
apparatus and the functions of its various bodies, in-
cluding those active during World War II.

Among periodicals, significant interest is pre-
sented by the article by V. Zharkov, in which the au-
thor focused on the challenges faced by Soviet propa-
ganda agencies and the ways to overcome them, as
well as the article by O. Kutska, which concentrat-
ed on the USSR’s special propaganda efforts during
combat operations in European countries, including
specific aspects of the organization and equipment of
the Red Army’s propaganda apparatus.

At the intersection of documentary and peri-
odical sources, we highlight the periodicals of the
USSR Ministry of Defence: Informational Bulletin
(«Hngopmayuonnviii 61o11emensy) and the Experi-
ence Bulletin («Onwvim pabomwi»), which, at the time
of their publication, contained classified information.
Today, the restricted access status has been lifted.
Due to obsolescence and the reforms of the West-
ern Operational Command of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine in 2005, a few original copies and photocop-
ies of these materials were provided to the author of
this article (Kutska, O. 2013) and are currently kept
in her personal library. In our opinion, the reliabil-
ity of these materials is quite high, as they served as
operational reports for the military-political leader-
ship of the Soviet Union.

Thus, the historiographical foundation of the
study is, on the one hand, exceptionally broad in
terms of the directions of previous scholarly re-
search, and on the other hand, characterized by the
dispersion and fragmentary nature of facts, which
require generalization and further examination. This,
in turn, provides a basis for analysis, synthesis, and
conclusions in the proposed study.

The aim of this article is to conduct a mil-
itary-historical study of the development of the
structure of the Red Army’s special propaganda bod-
ies, the technical means of its dissemination, and to
provide examples of propaganda support for military
operations on the territory of Ukraine.

Presentation of the main research material.
Structure of soviet special propaganda bodies and
their tasks during the war. At the beginning of the
1940s, the Red Army (RA) did not yet have a spe-
cialized political apparatus dedicated to working
among the enemy’s troops and civilian population. It
was only on July 10, 1939, that, in accordance with
the Order of the People’s Commissar of Defence
No. 0033 “On the Creation of Editorial Offices and
Printing Houses for Foreign-Language Newspapers
in Peacetime”, a special group of political workers
was formed. This order established a permanent
peacetime staff for editorial offices and printing
houses in Japanese, Chinese, German, Polish, and
Finnish, consisting of four personnel each. Perma-
nent staff positions for Korean, Mongolian, Estonian,
Latvian, Romanian, Turkish, Afghan, and Iranian
languages were planned with a composition of two
personnel each (Zharkov, V. 2010, s. 68).

In the summer of the same year, editorial offices
for foreign-language newspapers were formed at the
political departments of military districts (as train-
ing centres) (Moshchanskii I. 2010). The staff of
these editorial offices were tasked with improving
their language skills, gathering information about
the economy and culture of specific countries, and
developing their journalistic craft in order to prepare
and publish individual newspaper issues as training
materials. In total, 24 foreign-language editorial of-
fices were organized, taking into account the likely
adversaries and allies of the USSR in the upcoming
war (Volkovskii, M. 2003; Kutska, O. 2013).

A special instructor was appointed to lead the
network of editorial offices for training newspapers
within the Political Directorate (PD) of the RA, and
later, a small group of instructor-translators was es-
tablished. In April 1940, the group was reorganized
into a special department for overseeing the printing
of foreign-language newspapers. Each of its senior
instructors was responsible for overseeing news-
papers in a specific foreign language and studying
the respective countries and their armies (Moshchan-
skii, 1. 2010).

However, out of the 27 foreign-language news-
paper editorial offices that existed in the RA as of
December 1940, only three were in German, with a
total of just 15 specialists working in them. Only one
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German-language newspaper editorial office in the
Western Special Military District had its own print-
ing press.

In July 1940, the PD of the RA was reorgan-
ized into the Main Political Propaganda Directorate
(MPPD) of the RA. The following month, a special
department for propaganda among enemy troops
and civilians was established within its structure
(Moshchanskii, 1. 2010). Within it, two propaganda
divisions were created: the first, the leading one,
focused on Germany, and also included instructors
from allied countries; the second was directed at the
population of Poland, Yugoslavia, Czechoslovakia,
and others, which had been occupied by Nazi forces
(Volkovskii, N. 2003).

At the same time, the earlier combat experience
from Lake Hassan, the Khalkhin-Gol River, and the
Soviet-Finnish War demonstrated that military dis-
tricts should have a special apparatus within their pol-
itical organs to organize frontline propaganda among
enemy troops. Therefore, in August 1940, following
the creation of a department for propaganda among
enemy troops and civilians within the MPPD of the
RA, similar departments were established within the
political propaganda directorates of the Baltic, West-
ern, and Kyiv Special, Leningrad, Transcaucasian,
Central Asian, Transbaikal, and Odesa military dis-
tricts (Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

For the first time, departments for working among
enemy troops were formed, consisting of 7 people,
with corresponding divisions of 6 personnel in the ar-
mies. Additionally, the positions of senior instructors
for working among enemy troops were introduced
into the staff of the political departments of infantry
divisions (Repko, S. 1992, s. 10). Within the polit-
ical departments of army groups, which operated,
for example, against Finnish forces, divisions were
formed to organize frontline propaganda among ene-
my troops. Additionally, the position of senior propa-
ganda instructor was included in the staff of the pol-
itical department of each division (Moshchanskii, I.
2010).

According to the directive of the head of the
MPPD of the RA (No. 0267, dated October 12,
1940), the departments (divisions) during peacetime
were assigned the following tasks: systematically
study the neighbouring districts of the country and
their armies, accumulate factual material on these
issues; compile monthly reviews of the political and
moral state of the soldiers and junior officers of the
likely enemy, as well as the civilian population; de-
velop drafts of propaganda materials for the soldiers
and population of the likely enemy (leaflets, slogans,

posters); and publish training bulletins and news-
papers (Zharkov, V. 2010).

During the war, the departments (divisions) were
tasked with launching widespread political propa-
ganda among the enemy’s troops and civilian popu-
lation.

The pre-war period is also characterized by the
fact that reserve officers from among journalists,
historians, and philologists were assigned to propa-
ganda units, with preference given to employees of
the Soviet Telegraph Agency (TASS) and publishers
of foreign literature.

After the invasion of the USSR by the armies of
the pro-German coalition states, propaganda influ-
ence on the enemy and the population in its rear was
carried out by several agencies and public organiza-
tions. The main among them were the Bureau of Mil-
itary-Political Propaganda and the MPD of the RA
(Moshchanskii 1. 2010). The Soviet Bureau of Mil-
itary-Political Propaganda was established on June
25, 1941. The Department for Work among Enemy
Troops of the MPD became its operational body (Isa-
kov, P., Volkov, A. & Kolichev, V. 1984). The Bureau
coordinated propaganda among the enemy’s troops
and population, as well as in the countries occupied
by the Nazis.

The tasks of the aforementioned department of the
MPD were: to inform the Bureau about the political
and moral state of the enemy’s troops; to report on
changes occurring in their forces and rear; to develop
propaganda documents aimed at the enemy’s popula-
tion and troops, as well as prisoners of war, upon the
Bureau’s instructions; to report at the Bureau’s meet-
ings on the work of the political propaganda organs
of the fronts, armies, and divisions in their assigned
sections of the front (Burtsev, M. 1981).

In addition, the People’s Commissariat for In-
ternal Affairs (PCIA), the Executive Committee of
the Comintern, the Communist parties of the Soviet
republics, the Communist Unions of Youth of the
Soviet republics, and the All-Union Radio Commit-
tee were involved in the implementation of propa-
ganda support for the combat operations of the Red
Army. This work was coordinated by the Central
Committee of the All-Union Communist Party
(Bolsheviks) (CCVKP(B)) and the MPD of the RA
(Kutska, O.2013).

According to the decision of the Politburo of the
CCVKP(B) dated July 16, 1941, the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet of the USSR issued a decree titled
“On the Reorganization of Political Propaganda
Bodies and the Introduction of the Institution of Mil-
itary Commissars in the RA”. It is worth noting that

the institution of military commissars had been abol-
ished twice: in August 1940 (reintroduced in July
1941), and again in October 1942, due to the estab-
lishment of complete unity of command in the army.
Accordingly, the institution of commanders for pol-
itical affairs was introduced. In accordance with this
decree, the Main Directorate of Political Propaganda
of the RA was transformed into the MPD of the RA
(Kutska, O. 2013). This revision of the functions of
the Red Army’s Political Directorate, which even led
to the renaming of this body, was primarily associat-
ed with the change in the level of ideological training
of the Red Army’s command staff, the majority of
whom were members of the VKP(B) and were en-
tirely under its control.

According to this decree of the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet of the USSR, military commissars
were introduced in all regiments, divisions, head-
quarters, military educational institutions, and es-
tablishments of the RA, while political officers were
appointed in companies, batteries, and squadrons. As
stated in the decree, the expansion of political work
and the growing complexity of commanders’ duties
required increasing the role and responsibility of pol-
itical officers in both political and military activities
(Kutska, O. 2013). From that point on, political offi-
cers were no longer permitted to limit themselves to
propaganda and agitation alone. They were required
to act primarily as organizers of political and educa-
tional work, and were held accountable for the com-
bat performance of their unit or subunit.

The MPD of the RA, as before, included a de-
partment for work among enemy troops, which in
1941 was designated as the seventh department. To
maintain secrecy, it was referred to as the “7" Depart-
ment”. At that time, its staff consisted of 25 people.
Additionally, it engaged up to 30 foreign political
émigrés, who were exclusively involved in propa-
ganda throughout the war. Dedicated propaganda
personnel responsible for enemy troops and the
population in the enemy’s rear were also present in
the political departments of army-level formations.
By analogy with the 7" Department of the MPD,
most army-level propaganda units for work among
enemy troops were given the code name “7" Sec-
tion” in non-classified correspondence. However, on
the Leningrad Front during 1941-1943, these army
units were referred to as the “6™ Section,” and on
some other fronts as the “4™ Section.” The variation
in numbering can be explained by the departmental
order within the army’s political directorate, where
such units held the 6™ or 4™ position, respectively
(Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

From 1941 to the end of 1942, the aforementioned
section had a staff of six people, which was later in-
creased to seven. Positions of senior instructors for
work among enemy troops were introduced in the
political departments of rifle corps, rifle and aviation
divisions, separate brigades, and airborne battalions
(Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

In December 1941, this position was abolished
in corps, and in August of the following year, 16 in-
structor positions in airborne battalions were elimin-
ated. Slightly later, in the autumn of 1942, the polit-
ical departments of the armies disbanded the sections
responsible for work among the population of occu-
pied territories, leaving only the position of senior in-
structor (Isakov, P., Volkov, A. & Kolichev, V. 1984;
Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

On August 19, 1941, the MPD of the RA sent
a directive entitled “On Work Among the Popula-
tion of the Occupied Territories and Party-Political
Leadership of the Partisan Movement” to all mil-
itary councils and heads of political directorates at
the front level (Volkovskii, N. 2003, s. 392). In ac-
cordance with this directive, corresponding depart-
ments were created within the MPD of the RA and
the political directorates of the fronts, and sections
were established within the political departments of
the armies. They were tasked with overseeing propa-
ganda among the population and partisans, as well
as studying the experience of conducting such work.
These bodies existed until September 1945, after
which their functions were transferred to the partisan
movement headquarters, which had been established
slightly earlier (Kutska, O. 2013).

On May 30, 1942, the State Defence Commit-
tee (GKO) established the Central Headquarters of
the Partisan Movement (CHPM) under the Supreme
High Command. Four months later, the PD (depart-
ment) was formed within the CHPM. The PD of the
CHPM oversaw party and political work in partisan
units, sending propaganda materials and technical
equipment (radios, portable printing presses, docu-
ments, paper, ink, etc.) behind enemy lines, and de-
ploying propagandists, journalists, typesetters, and
printers (Volkovskii, N. 2003, s. 392; Kutska, O.
2013).

Returning to the year 1942, it is important to note
that in June, the CCVKP(B) established the Coun-
cil of Military-Political Propaganda (CMPP) under
the MPD of the RA. The Council was tasked with
summarizing the experience of all party-political
activities within the troops and developing recom-
mendations for their improvement (Moshchanskii, 1.
2010). One of its most important areas of work was
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the leadership of political operations among ene-
my troops and populations. In this way, ideological
struggle with the enemy began to be viewed as an
integral part of the broader political and organiza-
tional efforts of military councils and political bodies
within the RA.

The creation of the CMPP marked a new stage
in the development and refinement of special propa-
ganda. The first major change in the structure of
special propaganda occurred in October 1942, when
it became necessary to strengthen the professional-
ism of front-line and army-level propaganda aimed
at enemy forces. To address this need, editorial and
publishing sections (EPS) were added to the 7™ de-
partments of the political directorates of the fronts.
Within the 7% sections of army political departments,
positions of instructor-writers were introduced, along
with the attachment of mobile printing units (Mosh-
chanskii, 1. 2010). At the divisional level, political
departments were permitted to form support groups
from among soldiers and commanders who spoke the
enemy’s language, in order to assist the instructor in
charge of special propaganda.

The linguistic training of personnel from the 7
Directorates was carried out with the involvement of
the military faculty at the Moscow Institute of Ori-
ental Studies, specific departments at the 2* Moscow
State Pedagogical Institute of Foreign Languages
(which in 1942 was transformed into the Military
Institute of Foreign Languages of the RA), and the
F. Engels Military-Political School in Leningrad.
This led to the establishment of six-month courses
where officers, sergeants, and enlisted men who had
some familiarity with foreign languages were trained
(Moshchanskii, 1. 2010). The main goal of the cours-
es was to teach students to communicate fluently
in German, provide them with essential knowledge
about the enemy, and pass on experience in special
propaganda work. The curriculum was structured in
such a way that 80 % of the time was dedicated to
language study. The primary study materials were
captured documents and propaganda publications
intended for enemy troops and populations. In addi-
tion, students studied Soviet and foreign literature,
official military information, materials from TASS
and other agencies, which provided insights into the
internal situation in Germany and the countries ad-
jacent to Soviet military districts (Kutska, O. 2013).

To improve the political and professional quali-
fications of special propagandists, a system of brief-
ings for young personnel was established. Highly
qualified propagandists were assigned directly to
armies and divisions, where they regularly reviewed

propaganda documents, summarized and dissemin-
ated best practices, and conducted other similar ac-
tivities.

Due to the growing scope of work and the need
to improve leadership and support for the political
organs of the fronts, the 7% Department of the MPD
of the RA was reorganized into the 7" Directorate
(Moshchanskii, I. 2010). According to some sources,
in March 1943, the 7" Department of the MPD was
transformed into an Information and Translation
Section, which was subsequently reorganized into an
Information Department in August of the same year
(Kutska, O. 2013). According to other sources, how-
ever, this information may not be accurate. Neverthe-
less, an Information Department did exist within the
structure of the 7" Directorate which also included
the Inspectorate, departments for work among enemy
troops, and among the populations of liberated coun-
tries. Under the management of the Directorate oper-
ated editorial boards of central military newspapers
published in foreign languages.

In addition to regular staff within the political
departments of the active army, from the summer of
1943 until the end of the war, propaganda prisoners
of war trained by the NKVD camp operative depart-
ments were utilized. In 1943, their number amounted
to 63 individuals, and by January 1945 it had ex-
ceeded 2 000. After the establishment of democratic
unions of prisoners of war of various nationalities in
the camps, the CCVKP(B) decided to allow them to
form military units within the RA (Moshchanskii, I.
2010). According to a decree of the USSR People’s
Commissariat of Defence, each front was assigned
a representative from the specially trained prisoners
to serve as a Front Commissioner of the National
Committee “Free Germany” (NKFD), an Army Rep-
resentative, and a Divisional Assistant to the NKFD
(Gintsberg, L. & Drabkin, Ya. 1961).

Soviet information and psychological warfare
agencies also effectively used other organizations
formed from prisoners of war: the “Union of Ger-
man Officers”, the “Austrian Anti-Nazi Union”, the
Romanian “National Bloc”, the Italian “Garibaldian
Union”, and the National Committee “Free Hun-
gary” (Gintsberg, L. & Drabkin, Ya. 1961). These
POWs received provisions according to the stan-
dards of RA soldiers and were paid in rubles. Once
they crossed the USSR border, they were paid in
the currencies of the countries where Soviet troops
were stationed.

In some counterintelligence departments (initial-
ly under the NKVD, later under RA SMERSH), so-
called “anti-fascist schools” were established (a total
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of six). These institutions trained prisoners of war
to assist active army propagandists in conducting
propaganda operations against the enemy. As a re-
sult, the total number of units engaged in propaganda
targeting enemy troops, prisoners of war, and the
population in the rear of the German-Romanian army
ranged from 2 300 to 3 500 personnel (Gintsberg, L.
& Drabkin, Ya. 1961; Moshchanskii, 1. 2010). Spe-
cifically, for work in the active army from July
1943 to February 1944, the NKVD apparatus trained
21 propagandists from among Hungarian POWs and
15 from among Romanian POWs. Their training was
conducted at “Special Facilities” No. 40, 41, and
42, under the non-secret name “Anti-Fascist School”
located in the POW camps of Oransky, Yuzhsky, and
Krasnogorsk. Each of these schools had a staff of
250 administrative personnel, instructors, and train-
ees. Prisoners studied there for three months accord-
ing to a curriculum approved by the Main Political
Directorate of the Workers’ and Peasants’ Red Army
(PU RKKA) (Moshchanskii, I. 2010).

At the frontlines, along with prisoner-of-war
propagandists, political departments also employed
political émigrés — members of communist parties
from foreign countries. Typically, they were organ-
ized into propaganda groups for operations within
the active army. For example, on the 3 Ukrainian
Front in 1944, a Hungarian group carried out propa-
ganda efforts targeting Hungarian divisions that were
fighting against the 18" Army (Kutska, O. 2013).

New changes in the staffing of units responsible
for work among enemy troops and populations oc-
curred after the Red Army crossed the borders of
Eastern European countries in 1944. In August of
that year, the MPD of the RA (main PU RKKA)
was reorganized. According to Order No. 0268 of
the People’s Commissariat of Defence dated August
4, 1944, a new directorate for work among enemy
troops and populations was added to the existing dir-
ectorates for personnel, agitation, and propaganda.
Its total staff in August 1944 numbered 57 people,
growing to 82 by January 1945. At the same time,
new departments for work with the local population
(staffed by 5-6 individuals) were introduced into the
frontline departments that dealt with enemy troops.
Similar units of 5-6 people were organized within
the army political departments. According to a de-
cree by the PU RKKA dated May 2, 1945, editorial
offices were established within the political depart-
ments of the fronts to publish newspapers in foreign
languages. Prisoner-of-war propagandists and mem-
bers of foreign communist parties were involved in
producing these publications (Kutska, O. 2013).

The PU RKKA continued to function until Feb-
ruary 1946, when the People’s Commissariat of De-
fence and the People’s Commissariat of the Navy
were merged into a single body — the USSR People’s
Commissariat of the Armed Forces. This merger re-
sulted in the creation of a unified MPD. As of April
1958, according to a decree by the Central Com-
mittee of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union
(CCCPSU), it was renamed the MPD of the Soviet
Army and Navy.

Thus, by 1944, the Soviet Union’s wartime propa-
ganda organs had fully developed, and influence over
enemy troops and populations became a distinct type
of combat support activity.

Technical Means of Soviet Special Propaganda
during the War. In the realm of oral propaganda
among enemy troops and on liberated territories,
the Soviets employed sound broadcasting stations
of various models, such as the PGU-39, PGU-44,
PGU-3500 (PGU — powerful sound broadcasting
unit), ZVS-100 (ZVS — sound broadcasting unit),
and PZS-40 (PZS - powerful sound broadcasting
unit). These were designed for both voice broadcast-
ing and sound simulation. Frontline political agen-
cies used these broadcasts for agitation and propa-
ganda aimed at enemy forces across the front line.
The above-mentioned equipment was part of the
communication regiment’s standard inventory and
operated on the instructions of the 7" Department of
the Front’s Political Directorate. Sound simulation
recordings were either stored with the units or in the
front’s political directorate depots (Kutskaya, O. &
Dorozhkin, S. 2014).

The broadcasting equipment was mounted on ve-
hicles, combat machines, and aircraft. As the war pro-
gressed, new factory-produced units were delivered,
typically mounted in covered trucks. In urgent situa-
tions, broadcasts could be delivered directly from ve-
hicles such as the GAZ-AAA or ZIS-5. Mobile PGUs
proved more effective than stationary ones. During
a single deployment to the frontline, 10 to 15 — and
sometimes more — sound transmissions could be con-
ducted (Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

For example, according to a report by the 7* De-
partment of the PD of the 4" Ukrainian Front dated
July 19, 1944, a special audio broadcast was pre-
pared for the 13" Romanian Division, which was de-
fending the Chonhar Bridge (across the Syvash Bay
between present-day Novooleksiivka and Dzhankoi).
This broadcast was transmitted 15 times on the eve
of the offensive over the course of two nights. The
Romanians were warned: “If the bridge is destroyed
and your command has received the order to do so all
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officers and soldiers will be annihilated. We know the
names of all officers and soldiers. Don’t try to blame
the Germans. You are the majority.” Subsequent
testimony from prisoners and reports by the polit-
ical department of the Soviet unit operating against
this Romanian group indicated that both command-
ers and soldiers had sabotaged the order to blow up
the bridge, as they had all heard the aforementioned
broadcasts (Protivnik o vliyanii sovetskoi propa-
gandi... 1944, s. 50).

Given the significant role these sound broadcast-
ing tools played in Soviet military operations, it is
also important to mention their drawbacks. These
included large physical dimensions, labour-inten-
sive shelter construction, poor mobility, vulnerabil-
ity to shrapnel and even bullets, and insufficient
sound range. Moreover, mobile broadcasting stations
mounted on vehicles could not approach the front too
closely because the engine noise would give away
the agitators’ position. Additionally, these vehicles
required relatively good roads, which were hard to
locate at night without headlights (Moshchanskii, I.
2010).

Depending on the mission, and in battles where
the large PGUs could not pass due to technical lim-
itations, it was proposed to use trench loudspeaker
systems (OGU) mounted on tanks. These were em-
ployed, for instance, in the difficult terrain of the
Karelian Isthmus. Tanks equipped with loudspeakers
(several models were produced based on the T-20
“Komsomolets”, T-26, and T-34-76) were typically
deployed with advancing units during breakthroughs
and used in raids behind enemy lines (Kutskaya, O.
& Dorozhkin, S. 2014; Moshchanskii, I. 2010). The
use of specially equipped tanks extended the reach
of oral broadcasts aimed at retreating or counterat-
tacking enemy forces and reserve garrisons located
tens of kilometres behind the front line.

Trench loudspeaker installations (OGU) became
the primary tool for oral propaganda used by div-
isional political departments. These systems were
either stationary (mounted on mobile platforms) or
portable, operating on battery power. The output of
such OGUs was 70 watts, with an effective range of
1-2 kilometres. In operational condition, each station
consisted of seven components: an audio amplifier
station, two six-cell battery packs, a power converter,
two 600-meter spools of field telephone cable, and a
speaker. Two spare battery packs were also included
(Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

In addition to the OGUSs, trench sound broadcast-
ing systems (OZS) were actively used for oral agita-
tion. Under difficult terrain conditions, they proved

to be more mobile, especially in divisions where they
were transported as pack loads. It was noted, how-
ever, that the number of OZS broadcasts could have
been significantly higher if the stations had been
equipped with a second battery pack (Rabota politor-
ganov 2-go Ukrainskogo fronta. 1944, s. 29). With-
out this additional battery set, the operation of OZS
units was limited to the lifespan of the main batteries,
which later needed recharging — a task not always
feasible during bad weather or the rapid advance of
Soviet forces.

An example of the effectiveness of these broad-
casts can be found in the report from the 7% Depart-
ment of the Political Directorate of the Southern
Front dated October 15, 1943. It described how
a vehicle arrived at the Soviet lines carrying four
soldiers from the 1% Slovak Infantry Division who
had deserted from the village of Voinka (now in the
Perekop district of the Autonomous Republic of Cri-
mea). They testified that “on August 4, they listened
to Soviet radio calling on them to surrender or join
the partisans” (Gruppovaya sdacha v plen...1944,
s. 30-31).

In special cases, propaganda broadcasts were
carried out via aircraft. L. Proksha, a wartime propa-
ganda officer and later a retired lieutenant colonel,
recalled that the loudspeaker system mounted on a
plane looked as follows: “...on the left side of the
navigator’s cockpit was a radio transmitter with
a laryngophone (instead of a microphone). A large
speaker, like the ones used in city squares during
peacetime, was mounted under the fuselage. The
announcer would sit in the cockpit, put the laryngo-
phone around his neck, turn on the transmitter, and
test the equipment. In front of the announcer, under a
glass panel (to prevent the wind from tearing it away),
was a short text in German. It was easy to memorize:
just one or two short sentences. The pilot would take
off and head toward the enemy’s front line. Upon
reaching altitude, he would reduce the engine’s RPM
and begin a spiral descent. At that moment, the an-
nouncer would activate the equipment and begin the
broadcast. Of course, this was always done at night,
since the plane would be shot down immediately dur-
ing daylight” (Moshchanskii, I. 2010).

Enemy-oriented propaganda was also carried
out using simple technical tools such as tin mega-
phones and hand-held loudhailers. These broadcasts
were performed by soldiers trained to memorize
3-5 slogans in a foreign language. The quality of
such propaganda was quite low due to the primitive-
ness of the slogans, crude pronunciation errors, and
the speakers’ heavy accents, often provoking ridicule

from enemy troops (Kutskaya, O. & Dorozhkin, S.
2014).

Throughout all front-line operations, systematic
broadcasting was carried out using combat radios,
ranging from high-power transmitters to regiment-
al-level stations. Most often, defectors and prisoners
of war acted as announcers. All broadcasts were con-
ducted under the supervision of Soviet personnel flu-
ent in the German language (Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

Printed materials of general political content
were developed in Moscow by the central apparatus
of the RA responsible for operations among enemy
troops. The fronts received both printed leaflets and
matrices, which were used to reproduce propaganda
materials. The fronts utilized their own printing
infrastructure; the armies typically had mobile print-
ing houses; while at the divisional level, leaflets were
rarely produced independently (Volkovskii, N. 2003,
s. 382).

For the direct production of propaganda materi-
als, the fronts were equipped with their own print-
ing facilities, typically housed in railway wagons or
several truck vans. Army-level printing presses were
usually located in a single vehicle. Across all military
districts, there were approximately 20 high-pow-
ered loudspeaker systems of the PGU-1500 type
(Kutskaya, O. & Dorozhkin, S. 2014).

Let us cite several examples of reactions from
Wehrmacht servicemen regarding Soviet propa-
ganda leaflets that reached them during the fighting
in Ukraine. For instance, Corporal A. Witte from the
st Company of the 83 Engineer Battalion of the 3™
Mountain Infantry Division stated: “From the leaf-
lets, we learned that the Russians had broken through
100 kilometres west of Kharkiv and were threatening
Poltava...”. Lieutenant Palen, adjutant to the com-
mander of the 3" Battalion, and Non-Commissioned
Officer Klostermann from the 2"¢ Battalion, both
from the 290" Infantry Regiment of the 98" Infan-
try Division, noted that the leaflets “The Last Win-
ter” and “The Russians Beyond the Dnipro” made
a strong impression, as they contained a number of
irrefutable facts and lacked tendentious propaganda.
Sergeant T. Gheorghe from the 4™ Company of the
21 Battalion of the 3 Mountain Infantry Division
of the Romanian Army stated in February 1944:
“Soldier Zamfirescu showed me a leaflet signed by
Lieutenant Popescu [The leaflet had been published
well before the Crimean operations — ed. bulletin].
The leaflet was written simply and clearly. Most like-
ly, Zamfirescu had shown it not only to me. When we
had discussions in a close circle about our position in
Crimea, some soldiers repeated the same arguments

and statements that were contained in this leaflet”
(Protivnik o vliyanii sovetskoi propagandi... 1944,
s. 6,28, 29).

Continuing the topic of printing facilities, it
should be noted that in addition to stationary ones,
mobile printing presses were also used to supply
printed materials to the troops. They were usually
housed in two ZIS-5 trucks, where plywood struc-
tures accommodated the typesetting and printing
workshops. Separately, in a GAZ-AA vehicle, there
was a power generator. The editorial office was locat-
ed in dugouts (Kutskaya, O. & Dorozhkin, S. 2014).

The absence of mobile printing facilities with the
necessary equipment (typesetting units, power gen-
erators, photo laboratories, etc.) in the organizational
structure of the armies and fronts hindered the work,
preventing the production of the required quantity of
leaflets.

As a result, some regiments and companies
used glassographs (a printing device consisting
of a piece of matte glass coated with an adhesive
substance, onto which the original was imprinted —
editor’s note). These devices allowed the produc-
tion of high-quality leaflets in units lacking proper
printing infrastructure, utilizing chemicals that were
commonly available to all front-line formations.
The glassograph was capable of producing not only
black-and-white, but also colour materials (Pecha-
tane listovok na steklografe.1944, s. 22-23).

The layout and design of printed materials were
accomplished both through standard typographic
means (various typefaces and point sizes, rules, dis-
play type, etc.) and visual-narrative elements (docu-
mentary photographs, photomontage, illustrations,
etc.), with the aim of achieving a distinctive and ex-
pressive style for each leaflet, brochure, or poster. If
a unit had access to a zincography facility, clichés
(printing plates) were most commonly used in leaflet
production. If such facilities were unavailable, en-
gravings (on wood, linoleum, or plastic) were used
as an alternative. These methods did not require
bulky specialized equipment, making the production
of clichés feasible under any field conditions (Opit
khudozhestvennogo oformleniya listovok... 1944,
s. 18-19). In this way, printed materials were pro-
duced and delivered directly to military formations
and units, where propagandists were responsible for
disseminating them among enemy troops.

Over 80 % of propaganda materials were distrib-
uted by air. Aircraft of all types engaged in combat
operations over enemy-held territory were used for
delivery and dissemination: bombers, attack aircraft,
fighters, reconnaissance planes, and liaison aircraft.
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Propaganda materials issued by the MPD of the RA
were transported to the frontlines by aircraft belong-
ing to a special squadron (Moshchanskii, I. 2010).

Artillery-based dissemination methods were pre-
cision tools. The most widely used was the 152-mm
howitzer propaganda shell, which contained ap-
proximately 1 kilogram of leaflets (Moshchanskii,
I. 2010). Beginning in 1944, the Soviet forces also
began deploying a new 122-mm howitzer propa-
ganda shell modelled after a German design (in-
tended for use with the 1909/37, 1910/30 models and
the M-30 howitzer) (Kutskaya, O. & Dorozhkin, S.
2014).

Propagandists of the RA employed the VAGI-42
rifle propaganda grenade (model of 1942), which
was launched from an over-calibre mortar without
sights. The fully loaded grenade weighed between
324 and 340 grams and had a range of 400450 me-
ters (Kutskaya, O. & Dorozhkin, S. 2014).

An 82-mm cast-iron propaganda mine (mod-
el AM-82, introduced in 1943) was also used for
propaganda purposes. It had a firing range of 1,5 to
2 kilometres and could carry about 200 grams of leaf-
lets (approximately 200 copies in 1/32 of a printing
sheet) (Moshchanskii, 1. 2010).

Thus, the front-line and army-level arsenals in-
cluded a rather powerful and diverse range of equip-
ment for that time, which allowed the execution of
tasks aimed at exerting informational influence on
the enemy.

Numerous examples illustrate the use of propa-
ganda by Soviet special propaganda bodies dur-
ing World War II. However, the Crimean and Kor-
sun-Shevchenko operations of 1944 deserve special
attention. These significant military campaigns, con-
ducted on Ukrainian territory, serve as vivid exam-
ples of the effective implementation of propaganda
measures aimed at demoralizing enemy forces and
supporting the morale of Soviet troops.

Soviet propaganda among German-Romanian
forces during the Crimean operation. Between April
8 and May 12, 1944, the forces of the 4% Ukrain-
ian Front and the Separate Coastal Army carried out
offensive operations, including breaching enemy
defences, pursuing retreating units, and assaulting a
besieged stronghold. The campaign concluded with
the complete defeat of German-Romanian forces in
Crimea. Alongside operational and strategic plans
for conducting combat operations, a vision for their
propagandistic support was also developed. The
main focus was on critical directions: Syvash and
Perekop (the northern part of Crimea) (Tyulpanov, S.
1944, s. 5).

Despite the fact that the entire enemy grouping
had been completely encircled since November 1,
1943, German and Romanian soldiers and officers
pinned their hopes on the Kherson fortified area
and the Nikopol bridgehead. They likely expected
a breakthrough either across the Dnipro to relieve
the encircled forces or from Crimea to link up with
divisions west of the river. These expectations had
a calming effect on the morale of troops stationed
in Crimea, at least until the RA captured key cities
such as Mykolaiv and Ochakiv. This confidence was
further reinforced by uninterrupted communications
and transportation (both air and sea) with Odesa,
sufficient food supplies, and the availability of leave
(Tyulpanov, S. 1944, s. 5). Thus, the task before
Soviet propagandists was to create a sense among
enemy soldiers in Crimea that they were completely
surrounded.

In the first stage of the Crimean operation, propa-
ganda efforts focused on undermining the morale and
combat resilience of enemy units. The key themes
included: intimidation, through reminders of the
lessons and experiences of Stalingrad; conveying
the operational situation on the fronts and the de-
velopments in the Crimean operation; undermining
confidence in the enemy grouping (highlighting the
inexperience of young reinforcements and the unreli-
ability of certain sectors); sowing discord among the
enemy ranks (pointing out the unreliability of Roma-
nians to Germans, and reminding Romanians of how
Germans abandoned them at Stalingrad). At the same
time, propaganda promoting surrender was widely
disseminated (Tyulpanov, S. 1944, s. 8-10).

From November 1, 1943, to the beginning of the
Soviet offensive on April 8, 1944, the Soviet forces
issued 108 different leaflets for the troops of the en-
circled enemy group in Crimea, with a total circula-
tion of 4 260 000 copies. Of these, 1 710 000 were
in German, 1 900 000 in Romanian, 340 000 in both
German and Romanian, and 310 000 in other lan-
guages (such as Slovak, Czech, etc.) (Tyulpanov, S.
1944, s. 10).

Immediately before the offensive, a number of
measures were taken to ensure effective propaganda
support for the Soviet troops. In particular, all avail-
able loudspeaker equipment was concentrated on the
Crimean front: two PGU (Field Loudspeaker Units),
one ZVS (Loudspeaker Broadcasting Station), and
ten OGU (Mobile Loudspeaker Units), which operat-
ed continuously from morning to night. At the same
time, nine special leaflets were issued to announce
the beginning of the Red Army’s offensive on Cri-
mea. These leaflets were loaded into aircraft and
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dropped together with bomb payloads on the ene-
my’s front lines and rear positions immediately after
artillery preparation. A stockpile of ultimatum-style
leaflets was also created for distribution during the
first two days of the offensive (Tyulpanov, S. 1944,
s. 13-14).

During the rapid advance of the 4" Ukrainian
Front, there arose a need for immediate notification
of enemy soldiers about the capture of various local-
ities: Tomashovka and Dzhankoi had been taken,
Yevpatoria was in Red Army hands, Odesa had been
liberated, and so on. The German-Romanian troops
learned about the capture of Yalta even before the
remnants of their defeated divisions reached the city.
Alongside pre-prepared leaflets, from April 8 to May
10, a total of 110 new leaflets with different themes
were developed and distributed, with a total circula-
tion of more than 3 300 000 copies (Tyulpanov, S.
1944, s 16-17).

Against the backdrop of the Red Army’s success-
ful combat operations, Soviet propaganda caused a
moral breakdown in enemy forces, leading to the
surrender of numerous enemy groups. Eighteen such
group surrenders were recorded (Tyulpanov, S. 1944,
s. 17).

However, by April 15-16, the situation changed
drastically. German and Romanian troops retreated
to a fortified line around Sevastopol. The beginning
of their evacuation and the transfer of “fresh” units
to the area renewed their hopes of salvation. In this
situation, several main propaganda themes were
chosen: to destroy the enemy’s hope for evacuation
(“we’ll sink the ships, we’ll shoot down the planes”),
to emphasize that the RA continued to firmly hold
the initiative on the front, and to encourage surrender
(Tyulpanov, S. 1944, s. 17).

Loudspeaker propaganda gained significant mo-
mentum in this phase, primarily involving captured
enemy soldiers. It was not uncommon for a prisoner
of war to speak into a microphone just two or three
hours after capture (Tyulpanov, S. 1944, s. 19).

Of course, the decisive factor in the total demoral-
ization of the remaining German forces in Sevasto-
pol was the Red Army’s assault and the hopelessness
of the enemy’s position, especially when evacuation
became impossible. Nevertheless, it is known that
German soldiers often continued to fight to the end,
even under desperate conditions. However, no such
cases were recorded in the area of Cape Khersones
(the western part of Sevastopol) (Tyulpanov, S. 1944,
s. 21).

Let us consider another example — the operations
of the VII Department of the 1% Ukrainian Front dur-

ing the encirclement of Hitler’s forces in the Kor-
sun-Shevchenko area. The VII Department of the 1+
Ukrainian Front developed a draft ultimatum on be-
half of the RA command, which was presented to the
command of the encircled troops in the Korsun area
on February 8, 1944. The PD selected a translator
and a bugler, and carried out all the necessary prep-
arations to ensure the parliamentarians could cross
the front line (Rabota sredi voisk protivnika... 1944,
s. 10-11).

Simultaneously with the delivery of the ultimatum
through the parliamentarians, its text was printed in
a leaflet with a circulation of 138 000 copies and dis-
tributed in the enemy’s area. The content of the ulti-
matum was also broadcast via loudspeaker systems
(Rabota sredi voisk protivnika... 1944, s. 15).

Between January 31 and February 8, 1944, the
VII Department of the 1st Ukrainian Front issued
13 different leaflets to the encircled troops, with a
total circulation of 1 213 000 copies. Over the en-
tire encirclement period, from January 31 to Febru-
ary 17, the front issued 24 different leaflets with a
total circulation of 6 343 000 copies (Rabota sredi
voisk protivnika... 1944, s. 16).

To enhance propaganda efforts among the encir-
cled troops, three PGUs (Field Loudspeaker Units)
were relocated to the area. However, due to poor
roads and muddy terrain, they could not be properly
deployed and worked only for one night. All OGU
(Mobile Loudspeaker Units), however, operated in-
tensively starting February 8. Additionally, 45 loud-
speakers were used within two army units. The con-
tent of these broadcasts included: the ultimatum’s
message, the announcement of the arrival of Seydlitz
(Walther Kurt von Seydlitz-Kurzbach, a German mil-
itary figure and artillery general), his address to the
encircled troops, explanations of the hopelessness
of their position, calls to surrender, and information
about the conditions of life in captivity (Rabota sredi
voisk protivnika ... 1944, s. 17-18).

Despite the efforts to demoralize enemy troops, a
report from the VII Department of the 1% Ukrainian
Front noted that, although the encircled units were in
a depressed state, they still believed in possible res-
cue. This was due to two main factors: first, there was
still movement from the pocket to the southeast; and
second, Colonel General Hans-Valentin Hube of the
Wehrmacht, who was advancing in support of the en-
circled troops, had raised their spirits through radio
messages promising the approach of help (Rabota
sredi voisk protivnika ... 1944, s. 18). This belief
lasted until February 17 — the day of the catastrophe
at Shanderivka (present-day village in Zvenyhorodka
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Area, Cherkasy Region), when most of the encircled
troops were either destroyed or captured.

Thus, both of the aforementioned RA operations
demonstrated the effectiveness of a comprehensive
approach, in which military actions were accom-
panied by targeted information warfare. As a result,
a significant portion of enemy troops surrendered,
allowing the Soviet command to reduce losses and
accelerate the conclusion of combat operations.

Conclusion. The establishment and reorgan-
ization of the MPD throughout the war reflects the
growing importance of ideological work within the
military structures of the USSR. By 1944, Soviet
military propaganda had taken its final shape, and in-
formational influence on the troops became a distinct
area of combat support.

The technical means available in the RA for the
production and dissemination of special propaganda
were generally sufficient to conduct agitation among
enemy forces at an appropriate level. The combin-

ation of oral and printed agitation, along with vari-
ous methods of distributing propaganda materials,
ensured timely informational support for RA oper-
ations.

Soviet propaganda played a key role in under-
mining the morale of German and Romanian troops
during both the Crimean and the Korsun-Shev-
chenko operations of 1944. Despite enemy efforts
to maintain fighting spirit, systematic informational
pressure, combined with the military successes of the
RA, led to mass surrenders. The experience of these
operations confirms the effectiveness of information-
al and psychological influence as a vital component
of modern warfare.

Promising directions for further research include:
in-depth analysis of propaganda support for RA
operations on the territory of Ukraine; interaction be-
tween Soviet military propagandists and operational
headquarters; and investigation of factors that influ-
enced the speed of enemy morale collapse.

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DECEPTION ON A STRATEGIC SCALE -
80 YEARS OF THE SPECIAL DISINFORMATION OPERATION
OF MYSTIFICATION AND DECEPTION OF THE ENEMY “BODYGUARD”

The article examines and analyzes a set of measures developed and implemented by the Allies of the anti-
Hitler coalition during the preparation and conduct of the special disinformation operation of mystification
and deception “Bodyguard”, which was of strategic importance in terms of the scale of activities and results.
The operation plan provided for the sequential conduct of 6 major and more than 30 operational and tactical
level operations to disinform the enemy. The operation was carried out in three main areas: spreading false
information about the time and place of the Allied offensive; creating false signs of the concentration of military
units and military equipment in the British Isles; and interaction with the General Staff of the Red Army
on disinformation of the enemy. The plan of Operation Bodyguard was implemented with the use of double
agents, technical intelligence means and diplomatic channels; with the help of visual deception of enemy air
reconnaissance. The main one was Operation Fortitude, which consisted of two operations: Fortitude North
and Fortitude South. In the interests of Operation Bodyguard, the General Staff of the Red Army conducted an
operation to disinform the enemy, codenamed “Attack”. The set of measures taken achieved its goal. The Allies
managed to mislead Germany s top military and political leadership about the timing of the invasion, the area
of landing on the European continent, and their combat composition. The success of the operation was due to
the direction of the impact of disinformation, centralization of management, concentration of efforts and the
competitive distribution of resources between planners and executors, timely response to changes in the situation
and constant control of planned actions.

Prepared primarily on the basis of documents from the Central Military Archive — Military History
Archive in Prague (Vojensky ustiedni archiv — Vojensky historicky archiv) and the Security Service Archive
in Prague (Archiv bezpecnostnich slozek), the study focuses on the restructuring of the Czechoslovak mil-
itary intelligence service before the World War Il as the curtailed Czechoslovakia was forced to respond
to changes in geopolitical situation.

Intelligence activities aimed at Nazi Germany were officially prohibited and intelligence activity
moved to the east of the Czechoslovakia to the region of Carpathian Ruthenia, in the direction of Poland
and Hungary. Headquartered in Carpathian Ruthenia’s Svaliava (Ceansaea), the Investigation Centre for
Carpathian Ruthenia (Patract stiedisko pro Podkarpatskou Rus) became a new element in the Czecho-
slovak intelligence service restructuring, tasked with both offensive and defensive intelligence activity
targeting Poland and Hungary while monitoring the internal political situation in Carpathian Ruthenia.
The Investigation Centre for Carpathian Ruthenia was taken from the usual structures and was fully sub-
Jject to the Second (Intelligence) Department of the Military Headquarters (2. oddeleni Hlavniho Stabu)
in Prague. Staff Captain Jan Krcek chaired the Investigation Centre throughout its existence (December
1938 — March 1939). In addition to him, Czechoslovak military intelligence officers Jindrich Kratky, Old-
Fich Vomacka, Stanislav Vondrich and Stépan Kares were also stationed in Svaljava.

The Investigation Centre worked in difficult conditions and ended its activities in March 1939. Czech
lands were occupied by German troops. Slovakia became independent, became an ally of Nazi Germany
and the Hungarian army occupied Carpathian Ruthenia.

Introduction. The Czechoslovak Military Intel-
ligence Service started operating shortly after the
founding of independent Czechoslovakia on Octo-
ber 28, 1918. It operated under the auspices of the
Military Headquarters in Prague, the new state’s
capital. Its jurisdiction included all Czechoslovak
military forces in the territory of the newly estab-
lished republic; as with other military authorities
emerging immediately after the revolution, as its
activities were characterized by considerable impro-
visation (Bfach, R. & Lanik, J. 2013, p. 29; Straka,
K. & Tomek, P. et al. 2018, p. 28).

Professionally organized intelligence activities
started when the first Czechoslovak Army officer was
appointed to the office of the intelligence service com-
mander. This officer was Cenék Hauzvic, Major of the
Military Headquarters and experienced intelligence
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officer of the former Austro-Hungarian Army. Over
time, the activities of the Czechoslovak intelligence
services centred around the Second (Intelligence) De-
partment of the Military Headquarters (2. odde€leni
Hlavniho §tabu), following the French model (Straka,
K. & Tomek, P. et al. 2018, pp. 28, 32).

Like the emerging Czechoslovak Army, the Intel-
ligence Service faced many challenges from the time
of its origin. Most of the Czechoslovak state borders
corresponded to the historical border of Bohemia and
northern border of Hungary, except for the relatively
large Czechoslovak-Hungarian section that was new
and man-made. The relationship between Czechoslo-
vakia and Hungary was tense from the start, leading
to a relatively short but bloody conflict in 1919. An-
other serious crisis in relation to Hungary occurred in
late 1921, when the last Austro-Hungarian emperor
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Charles I attempted to restore rule of the Habsburg
monarchy in Hungary. The operative sections of In-
telligence Service Departments of Land Headquarters
in Bratislava and Kosice (2. odd¢leni Stabu velitel-
stvi Zemského vojenského velitelstvi v Bratislavé a
Kosicich) focused their intelligence work on Hun-
gary, controlling high-profile intelligence officers in
individual divisions as well as independent troops.
A special unit established in 1928 under the office of
the Czechoslovak Military Attaché in Vienna carried
out dedicated espionage work against Hungary. It’s
important to mention that intelligence work against
Hungary was the main focus of the services’ activities
until 1934 (Straka, K. & Tomek, P. et al. 2018, p. 42).

The Czechoslovak Military Intelligence faced
completely new challenges after Adolf Hitler seized
power in neighbouring Germany in 1933. It became
evident that his intention was to dismantle the Treaty
of Versailles established after WWI using any means
available. In response to the new circumstances,
many changes were introduced by Czechoslovak
intelligence services in the late 1930s which strove
to effectively adjust the foreign intelligence offen-
sive while improving the quality of work. The ser-
vice was radically reorganized five times between
1934 and 1938. Four of the reorganizations occurred
before Germany, Italy, France and Great Britain
concluded the Munich Agreement in 1938, forcing
Czechoslovakia to surrender territory around its bor-
der to Nazi Germany. The fifth one was required by
the catastrophic consequences for Czechoslovakia of
that Agreement (See, e. g.: Kokoska, S. & Malif, J.
1989, pp. 51-65 and Kokoska, S. & Malit, J. 1990,
pp. 34-48).

In the late 1930s, when the productivity of the
intelligence services was at its peak, the Second (In-
telligence) Department of the Military Headquarters
was divided into four groups: A — Study and Planning
(studijni a planovaci), B — Investigation (patraci),
C — Foreign (zahrani¢ni) and D — General (vSeo-
becnd). Intelligence work in the sense of collection
and critical analysis of information was assigned to
groups A and B. Group A (Study and Planning) was
responsible for sorting, recording and analyzing re-
ports provided by the special means of groups B (In-
vestigation) and C (Foreign) (Straka, K. 2017, p. 33).

Immediately before the war, Czechoslovak of-
fensive intelligence services launched their new
“Advanced Agency Centres” (Pfedsunuta agenturni
tisttedna, PAU). They were intelligence subsidiaries
located in border areas, tasked with keeping direct
contact with both the local and foreign agency net-
works. Some of them were accountable directly to
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the Intelligence Headquarters in Prague, that is, the
Second (Intelligence) Department of the Military
Headquarters, and others to the Second (Intelligence)
Departments of provincial military headquarters.
This solution proved less than ideal and all supervi-
sory authority was later transferred to the Second De-
partment of the Military Headquarters, leading to the
establishment of four intelligence centres (Vyzvédna
stiediska, VS): VS I in Prague, VS 1II in Brno, VS
III in Bratislava and VS IV in Kosice. All Advanced
Agency Centres came under the authority of these
Intelligence Centres. The new system took effect
on October 1, 1936. In spring 1938 when Czecho-
slovakia faced a crisis, individual Intelligence Cen-
tres were renamed “Agency Investigation Centres”
(Agenturni patraci stfediska, APS) with their respec-
tive Roman numerals (Straka, K. 2017, pp. 36-37).

The highest element in the hierarchy of intelligence
authorities was Section P-1, constituting one of the in-
tegral parts of Investigation Group B under the Second
Department of the Military Headquarters. The above-
mentioned Investigation Centres (VS), later called
Agency Investigation Centres (APS), were directly
subordinate to it, as were foreign supporting points
of the Czechoslovak Intelligence Service and the Ad-
vanced Agency Headquarters in Prague with the code
name VONAPO, working since 1936 as a joint Czecho-
slovak-Soviet intelligence unit against Nazi Germany
(Straka, K. & Tomek, P. et al. 2018, p. 54).

Like the Czechoslovak Army, the Czechoslovak
Intelligence Service system was gravely affected by
the Munich Agreement. Its last re-organization was
ordered by German authorities. Nazi Germany was
not allowed to be the focus of intelligence work and
borders with this large neighbour of Czechoslovakia
became a passive zone as far as military defence was
concerned. Under the aggressive influence of Hun-
gary and Poland, intelligence activities gravitated
towards the very eastern part of Czechoslovakia,
eastern Slovakia and Carpathian Ruthenia. After a
subsequent reorganization of armed forces, almost
half of the country’s military were gathered there
(Straka, K. 2007, p. 132).

The intelligence apparatus also had to adapt to
the new international situation. Its restructuring took
place from October to December 1938. The prima-
ry sign of the disruption in the intelligence services
after the Munich Agreement was the dissolution of
the Advanced Centres in Bohemia. Agency Inves-
tigation Centres (APS) working against Germany
were dissolved or transferred to Moravia and Silesia
to focus their intelligence work against Poland or the
originally Czechoslovak territories annexed by Hun-
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gary after the First Vienna Award in 1938 (Straka, K.
2017, p. 38).

Aside from interests in Poland and Hungary, the
need arose to monitor the situation in the very eastern
part of Czechoslovakia, Carpathian Ruthenia”. A new
Investigation Centre for Carpathian Ruthenia (Patraci
stiedisko pro Podkartpatskou Rus, PSPR)™ headquar-
tered in the town of Svaljava (CansiBa) was founded in
December 1938. It concentrated on the situation within
the area and offensive activity against Poland, as well
as the former Czechoslovak territory occupied by the
Hungarian army to the south. In all other ways, it was
subordinate to the Intelligence Headquarters in Prague
(2. oddéleni Hlavniho §tabu) (Straka, K. 2017, p. 38).

Another, previously unknown, element of Czecho-
slovak military intelligence services emerged: a secret
agency. An agency investigation service focused on
Germany had been established in late 1938 p. with-
out the knowledge of superior officers at the Military
Headquarters and Ministry of National Defence. The
Munich Agreement prohibited all intelligence work,
so the secret agency operated solely on a conspiratori-
al basis, with only a very small circle of persons aware
of its existence (Straka, K. 2017, p. 38).

The following paragraphs aim to introduce the
secret Investigation Centre for Carpathian Ruthenia
(PSPR) as part of the system of Czechoslovak mil-
itary intelligence services. The study draws on the
very fragmentary archives of the Second Department
of the Military Headquarters of the Ministry of Na-
tional Defence, relevant archival sources of the First
and Third (Planning and Operation) Departments
(1. a 2. oddéleni Hlavniho §tabu) and materials of
Czechoslovak military counterintelligence (Hlavni
sprava vojenské kontrarozvédky), which are all
maintained by the Central Military Archive — Mili-
tary History Archive in Prague (Vojensky ustfedni ar-
chiv — Vojensky historicky archiv, VUA — VHA) and
by the Security Service Archive in Prague (Archiv
bezpecnostnich slozek, ABS). Other available litera-

ture on intelligence services was also used. Most of
it was published by the Military History Institute in
Prague (Vojensky historicky Gstav v Praze). As an ex-
ample, let us name the book “Ve sluzbach republiky.
100 let od zalozeni ceskoslovenského vojenského
zpravodajstvi” writen by the Czech historians Kar-
el Straka, Prokop Tomek and Tomas§ BandZzuch and
the work of Karel Straka named ‘“Rekonstrukce
Ceskoslovenské agenturni site a jejich vysledkt z let
1933-1939: Zpravodajské ustredi”.

Research Results. Origin and Operation of the
Investigation Centre for Carpathian Ruthenia (PSPR).
The exact founding date of this intelligence service cen-
tre is unknown. In late 1938, Emil Strankmiiller, com-
mander of the offensive intelligence service officers
operating under the Second Department of the Military
Headquarters drew up basic guidelines for this special-
ized intelligence service centre. It can be presumed that
it was the Commander of the Czechoslovak Intelligence
Service and future General FrantiSek Moravec who
played the role of the metaphorical father of the centre'.

Based on this document, the Investigation Centre
for Carpathian Ruthenia was established in the town
of Svaliava in the very eastern part of the Czechoslo-
vak Republic (now it is a city located in the Transcar-
pathian region of Ukraine) under the auspices of the
Intelligence Headquarters. The first, and due to its
short operation, only commander of the centre was
the previous head of the Second Department of the 1%
Corps Staff in Prague (2. oddé€leni Stabu velitelstvi 1.
sboru v Praze), Staff Captain Jan Kréek™;? (Figure 1).

For clarity, the more common
name “Carpathian Ruthenia” will be used throughout this text.

*** Jan Kréek, born on June 8, 1901 in Pfemysl. Between 1915 and 1918, he studied at the Upper Military Realschule —
secondary schools (Vyssi vojenské redlné gymnasium) in Hranice (now Czech Republic) and Krakow (now Poland). He
entered the Czechoslovak Army after the founding of independent Czechoslovakia in 1918. He served as an infantry
officer from 1920 to 1927 in the eastern regions of Czechoslovakia in various garrisons in Carpathian Ruthenia. Between
1934 and 1936, he studied at the Military University in Prague (Vysoka Skola valeéna v Praze) and worked at the Second
Department of the 1st Corps Staff in Prague (2. odd¢€leni $tabu velitelstvi L. sboru v Praze). His activities in the anti-Nazi
resistance and after the war and his persecution after the communist coup in 1948 are described in the final part of this
study (For details, see Kreisinger, P. (2017).

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The secluded territory of Carpathian Ruthenia
was not wholly unknown to Krcéek. Between the
years 1920 and 1927, he occupied various functions
(chief of the squad, connection officer, company dep-
uty chief and armament officer) in the Infantry Reg-
iments 19 and 36 (P&si pluk 19 a 36) in Mukachevo
(Myxkauego) and Uzhorod (Yxkropon)®.

On the other hand, Kréek lacked the necessary
practical experience with secret intelligence agency
management due to the fact that when he joined the
Second Department of the 1st Corps Staff in Prague,
the intelligence offensive was run solely by the Sec-
ond Department of the Military Headquarters. Low-
er levels of the intelligence hierarchy fulfilled only
defensive functions (monitoring selected persons,
drawing up opinions and sending experts to court
hearings in cases of military treason) and intelligence
training. Kréek was temporarily assigned to the Sec-
ond Department (2. oddéleni Hlavniho $tabu) in No-
vember 1938*.

Apart from Jan Kréek, other intelligence offi-
cers were also transferred to Svaljava: Staff Captain
Jindfich Kratky, Staff Captain Oldfich Voméacka,
Captain Jozef Markan¢uk and Captain Stanislav
Vondfich® (Figures 2, 3, 4). The group composition
soon changed. The only Ruthenian among Czech
and Czechoslovak officers, Captain Markancuk,
was replaced by First Lieutenant Stépan Kare§ for
unspecified reasons (Figure 5). It is also remarkable
that of the appointed staff, only Jindfich Kratky,
Oldtich Voméacka and Stépan Kare$ had experience
with intelligence work. Due to personnel restrictions
brought about by the Munich Agreement (all an-
ti-German intelligence work was officially prohibit-
ed), the commander of the Czechoslovak Intelligence
Service FrantiSek Moravec was interestingly hesitant
to send more experienced officers to Carpathian Ru-
thenia. We can only speculate that a wish to keep
the best intelligence officers close at hand in Prague
played a role.

On the other hand, Kréek and his subordinates
were very well equipped materially and technically.
They had three Czechoslovak modern Tatra 75 auto-
mobiles, photographic, chemical and writing materi-

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als and necessary intelligence equipment along with
reports on the Ukrainian irredentist movement. They
also had a broadcasting and reception device with set
broadcasting and reception times to communicate
with the Military Headquarters in Prague®.

The Intelligence Headquarters in Prague were
aware that Poland and Hungary were interested in the
territory of Carpathian Ruthenia. Reports of activi-
ties of the local paramilitary organization Carpathian
Sich also raised concern®. It is remarkable that a great
deal of political, economic, social as well as military
information was also collected from the very eastern
part of Czechoslovakia by the German military in-
telligence service Abwehr, which found many locals
willing to cooperate’. The serious situation required
precise reports on the development in the region.
Many challenges lay before the Investigation Centre
for Carpathian Ruthenia.

The Military Headquarters in Prague summarized
the Centre’s activities in three basic points: 1) carry
out intelligence agency work against Poland, tak-
ing full advantage of Polish-Ukrainian irredentism;
2) collect reports on the current political situation in
Carpathian Ruthenia and 3) initiate offensive intelli-
gence work against Hungary?.

Offensive action against Poland took the form of
the collection of military and military-political re-
ports. Kréek’s subordinates quickly built a network
of agents (some suitable individuals were adopted
from the no longer utilized network of agents work-
ing against Germany) and pedestrian agents, focus-
ing on Polish territory north of Carpathian Ruthenia,
roughly delimited by the towns of Turka (Typxka) —
Sambir (Cambip) — Lviv (JIeBiB) — Berezany

The Czechoslo-
vak Second Department (2. oddéleni Hlavniho $tabu)
devoted special attention to the area between Stan-
islav (IBano-®pankiBcek) — Stryi (Crpmii) — Lviv
(JIsBiB) — Sambir (Camb6ip) — Kolomyia (Komomus)
regarding the necessity of cooperation with residents
offering knowledge of local circumstances who
would occupy the post of pedestrian agents. The Mil-
itary Headquarters in Prague urged the Investigation
Centre for Carpathian Ruthenia to recruit as many
reliable Ukrainian emigrants as possible’.

To assess internal circumstances in Carpathian
Ruthenia and activities of the local irredentist move-
ments, Kréek’s agents were instructed to inconspicu-
ously enter into contact with local authorities, while
also cooperating with local confidants and defence
agents. Commander of the Investigation Centre, Staff
Captain Jan Krcek, had to be informed in a timely
manner of the official stances of local authorities
but also backstage politics including objectives and
means adopted by the locals!’.

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Offensive intelligence work against Hungary fo-
cused on the area delimited by the towns of Muk-
achevo — Sevljus (BunorpaniB) — Nyirbator — Nyir-
egyhaza — Uzhorod. It also included the territory
that had previously belonged to Czechoslovakia and
was now occupied by Hungary based on the Vien-
na Award. The intelligence headquarters urged the
Investigation Centre to promptly report all relevant
changes of Hungarian border patrol crews as well as
higher ranking posts in the area, aiming to detect any
preparation for terrorist activity'’.

Jan Krcek informed only his superiors about the
results of his efforts and his subordinates worked
more or less independently. Colonel Frantisek Mora-
vec urged Kréek to carry out offensive work without
any intervention or support of the local authorities, if
possible™. In light of the unstable situation, Moravec
said to Kréek before he left for Svaljava (according
to his own words spoken after the war): “Don ¥ for-
get that our power in C[arpathian] R[uthenia] is only
temporary”,

The founding and position of the Investigation
Centre was, however, disclosed to the Second De-
partments of the two higher military headquarters in
the area for the purposes of future cooperation: the
Second Department of the 6" Corps Headquarters in
Spisska Nova Ves (2. oddé€leni Stabu velitelstvi VI.
sboru) and the Second Department of the 12 Divi-
sion Headquarters in Svaliava (2. odd¢€leni $tabu veli-
telstvi 12. pési divize). The local intelligence work-
ers were urged to oblige Krcek and his subordinates
whenever they needed anything. Their work entailed
mostly checking selected persons and intervening
with local authorities, etc. Kréek in turn kept them
updated on important foreign and state reports, pro-
vided they were directly related to their interests'®.

The exact date when the Investigation Centre
started working is unclear from the available sources.
Based on personal documents of many of the officers

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issued after the war, we can presume that a majority of
the crew arrived at the location on December 16 and
17, 1938. Jan Kréek mentioned this in his interroga-
tion by the Communist Military Counter-Intelligence
Service after the war. The report states that he trav-
elled from Prague to Svaljava alone by car, equipped
with fake documents in the name of Ing. Kalina. Two
civil vehicles joined him in Moravia with Staff Cap-
tain Kratky, Staff Captain Vomacka, First Lieutenant
Kare§ and one non-commissioned officer. The last
to join the crew was Kréek’s former subordinate at
the Second Department of Military Headquarters in
Prague, Captain Stanislav Vondfich".

Apart from the technical equipment listed above,
Krcek also received documents with factual and per-
sonal data on the Ukrainian irredentist movement to
help him select locals willing to work against Po-
land in the Galicia Region. It is remarkable that he
allegedly received no instructions as far as offensive
intelligence work against Hungary was concerned.
On the other hand, he was advised to initiate close
cooperation with intelligence subsidiaries in eastern
Slovakia that had some experience with intelligence
work against Hungary. Unlike the newly founded
centre in Svaljava, they had an established agency
network at their disposal'e.

One of the Centre’s tasks was defensive intelli-
gence work. The internal situation in Carpathian Ru-
thenia was disrupted by the activities of the Carpath-
ian Sich. Staff Captain Jan Kréek often negotiated
with the Minister of the Interior for the Autonomous
Government of Carpathian Ruthenia (ministr vnitra
autonomni vlady Podkarpatské Rusi) Lev Prchala,
who was gravely concerned about the group’s activ-
ities. Prchala primarily collected information about
its members but did not radically intervene against
them. Kréek did not agree with Prchala’s benevolent
approach and expressed his displeasure to his subor-
dinates'’.

Krcek reported his arrival to the Commander of
the 12 Division General Oleg Svatek. As mentioned
above, the headquarters of Svatek’s division was also
located in Svaliava, because it had to be moved from
Uzhorod, currently occupied by the Hungarians. Af-
ter they arrived, Kréek’s group started looking into
the possibility of cooperation with reliable Czecho-
slovak police and state officers. They also contact-
ed the Advanced Agency Headquarters (Pfedsunuta
agenturni stfedna, PAU)) in Presov (now Slovakia)
under the code name “Rudolf”’, subordinate to the
Agency Investigation Centre 1 (Agenturni péatraci
stfedisko, APS) in Banska Bystrica (now Slovakia)'®,

Based on the above, we can assume that the
group was in close cooperation with the Centre in
Banska Bystrica. As of January 15, 1939, the In-
vestigation Centre (APS) managed two Advanced
Agency Centres (PAU) — one with the code name
“Radomil” in Nitra (now Slovakia) and another one
with the code name “Rudolf” in PreSov, providing in-
telligence work between: Miskolc — KoSice — Presov;
Satoraljatjhely — TrebiSov — Vranov nad Toplou;
Nyiregyhdza — Chop (Hom) — Uzhorod (Yxropon).
Another task was to build a network of residents in
I*t degree locations: Miskolc, 2™ degree locations:
Kosice, Satoraljatijhely, Uzhorod, Nyiregyhaza,
Szerencs, Debrecen and the remaining areas where
the Hungarian 6™ and mixed 5™ brigades were de-
ployed (Debrecen and Szeged). They also monitored
traffic on the line Miskolc — Kosice — Miskolc —
Satoraljatjhely — Debrecen — Nyiregyhaza — Cop —
Uzhorod. “Rudolf” carried out recruiting activi-
ties also on Czechoslovak territory, in the Districts
Moldava nad Bodvou, Gelnica, Spisska Nova Ves,
Levoca, Kezmarok, Poprad, SpiSska Stard Ves and
Stara Cuboviia'®.

The Advanced Agency Centre (PAU) “Rudolf”,
focusing on the area east of the Headquarters in
Banska Bystrica to the line Uzhorod — Nyiregyha-
za, became the “neighbour” of Kréek’s Investigation
Centre for Carpathian Ruthenia®.

The Centre in Svaljava sadly did not have much
time to develop its activities against Poland and Hun-
gary. Between March 14 and 15, 1939, the crisis in

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central Europe peaked. The Autonomous Govern-
ment of Carpathian Ruthenia had long sought the
support of Nazi Germany. Ukrainian nationalists
began a coup d’état during the night of March 14,
1939. The Czechoslovak Army quickly silenced it
but Carpathian Ukraine, which was the other official
name of the very eastern part of Czechoslovakia,
also declared itself independent. It however did not
obtain any of the expected guarantees from Berlin.
The Hungarian Army began an offensive against it
from three directions on March 14, 1939. When the
Czechoslovak Army received the Hungarian ultima-
tum requiring the immediate clearing of Carpathian
Ruthenia, many troops of the Czechoslovak Army
started fighting back (Straka, K. 2007, p. 134).

Occupation of the Czech lands by German troops
began soon afterwards. Officers at the Investigation
Centre for Carpathian Ruthenia attempted unsuccess-
fully to make radio contact with Prague after listen-
ing to appeals for calm on Radio Prague throughout
the night of March 15. Radio traffic in the Czecho-
slovak military network had been cut off, telephone
lines were overloaded and the connection with Slo-
vakia kept dropping?'.

Kréek finally managed to make a short call to his
superiors to find out what was going on in Prague.
His initial suggestion to immediately leave for Po-
land was declined. He had no other choice than to
abandon his position along with his remaining troops
and return across Slovakia. When they crossed the
Slovak town of PreSov in their military convoys, the
situation was already very tense. Kréek later remem-
bered that the Slovaks, who had meanwhile declared
an independent state, were quite hostile especially
towards Czechs. Kréek also ordered all intelligence
materials, equipment and codes as well as radio
transmitters to be destroyed?.

This proved to be excellent foresight, as the
collection of materials from military intelligence
headquarters and subsidiary divisions of the former
Czechoslovak Army in Slovakia was among the
first measures taken after the proclamation of an
independent Slovak State. The order applied also to
documents from the Agency Investigation Centre I
(APS) in Banska Bystrica and its Advanced Agency
Headquarters (PAU) (Simunig, P. 2012, p. 44).

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The only thing that could be confiscated from
Kréek’s subordinates was a radio receiver station and
sadly also their vehicle fleet. Kréek’s people were
dispatched on a special train to the occupied city of
Prague together with the commanders of General
Oleg Svatek’s 12 Division (12. pési divize)®.

Battles related to the retreat of the former
Czechoslovak Army from Carpathian Ruthenia con-
tinued until March 17, 1939. Troops of the state that
no longer existed retreated in three directions. The
first was across Slovakia, while other soldiers ended
up in Romania and Poland (Straka, K. 2007, p. 134).

Captain Jan Krcek reported to the Deputy Com-
mander Intelligence Colonel FrantiSek Havel who
took over after Colonel Moravec immediately on
March 22, 1939. Kréek described the course of re-
treat from Carpathian Ruthenia to Havel. That was
more or less all that was required of him. Anything
else was irrelevant under the new circumstances.
The Czech lands and Carpathian Ruthenia were
occupied and Slovakia had declared independence.
The Czechoslovak Republic as an autonomous state
no longer existed. The former Czechoslovak Army
slowly but surely entered a phase of controlled liqui-
dation that ended in summer 1939. Jan Kréek himself
was called up again to serve in the 1% Corps (I. sbor)
in Prague but took an open-ended leave of absence
due to the situation in the country®.

Conclusion. There are not enough archive sourc-
es to assess the activities of the Investigation Centre
for Carpathian Ruthenia more thoroughly. Agency
materials, reports and other documents were likely
lost during the rushed destruction of the intelligence
service archive on March 15, 1939 at the Military
Headquarters in Prague (2. oddé€leni Hlavniho §ta-
bu). Testimonies from after the war also confirm the
destruction of all paperwork transferred from Car-
pathian Ruthenia by employees of the Investigation
Centre. The material fragments that have survived
to the present day, however, do allow us to arrive at
some conclusions.

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We need to remember that the last reorganization
of intelligence services in the area was very rushed.
The original system of agency investigation centres
changed drastically (intelligence work against Ger-
many was prohibited) and an offensive intelligence
agency focused on Poland and Hungary was quickly
established as intelligence interests shifted eastward.
A specialized centre for intelligence work against
Poland and Hungary emerged under these circum-
stances.

The Investigation Centre for Carpathian Ruthe-
nia sprung up relatively fast, without any personnel
or local continuity. The Intelligence Headquarters in
Prague chose an inexperienced commander without
detailed knowledge of the local conditions. It is sur-
prising that only three officers working at the Investi-
gation Centre were even somewhat familiar with the
area, which was very unpopular among officers of
the Czechoslovak Army, unlike the less remote and
more attractive Bohemia and Moravia. It remains a
mystery why the Commander of the Second Depart-
ment did not choose an officer with more experience
in intelligence service work.

Another factor giving a disadvantage to the
Czechoslovak intelligence officers in Svaljava was
the season of the year, along with lack of time to
build the Investigation Centre. The cold and hard
terrain proved a significant obstacle for messengers
trying to cross the border. The new offensive centre
was built in a great rush, at a time when it took years
to establish a quality offensive agency. It is also more
than likely that the Investigation Centre for Carpath-
ian Ruthenia did not achieve any significant success
during the three months of its operation. The results
of the defensive intelligence work are also arguable.
Jan Kréek himself admitted after the war that the In-
vestigation Centre never really moved beyond the
preparation phase and did not achieve any consider-
able success®.

Despite that, it would be inappropriate to disre-
gard the participation of the intelligence officers in
defence of the republic. The difficult internal and
foreign political situation of Czechoslovakia brought
many individual challenges. It goes to the credit of
the officers of Investigation Centre in Carpathian Ru-
thenia that many joined the resistance after the Nazi
occupation of Czechoslovakia.

Their former Commander, Staff Captain Jan
Krcek, fled to Poland in August 1939. He served in a

Czechoslovak legion and was imprisoned by the Red
Army in the USSR together with the future command-
er of the 1% Czechoslovak Army Corps in the USSR
(1. Ceskoslovensky armadni sbor v SSSR) General
Ludvik Svoboda after the German and Soviet attack
on Poland. In 1940, he became the commander on
one of the Czechoslovak military transports to France
and took part in retreat fights under the 1% Czechoslo-
vak Infantry Division in France (1. ¢eskoslovenska
pési divize ve Francii). After France was defeated,
he went to Great Britain and served as commander of
the Second (Intelligence) Department of Staff of the
Czechoslovak Composite Brigade (2. oddéleni Stabu
velitelstvi Ceskoslovenské smiSené brigady). In this
function, he participated in selecting the right per-
sons for parachute/diversion and intelligence opera-
tions in the occupied Czech lands. During this time,
his active involvement was crucial in the operation
code named Anthropoid, which aimed to physical-
ly remove the Deputy Reich-Protector, Chief of the
Reich Security Main Office, SD and SS — Obergrup-
penfithrer and Chief of Police Reinhard Heydrich,
which occurred on May 27, 1942. After that, Kréek
worked at the Department of Political Intelligence
of the Ministry of the Interior of the Czechoslovak
Exile Government in London (Kreisinger, P. 2017,
pp- 78-80).

Events following the communist coup d’état in
February 1948 were particularly tragic for Krcek.
At that time, he held the position of a Colonel and
Commander in the 74" Infantry Regiment (P&$i pluk
74) in Most, northern Bohemia. He was consid-
ered a great professional by his superiors, but also
potentially politically unreliable, as they expressed
in September 1948. In September 1949, Kréek was
drafted as a student of the Military University in
Prague (Vysoké vojenské uciliste) but was expelled
in May of the next year. The Communist Counter-In-
telligence kept a close eye on him during his studies.
In June 1950, he was arrested for alleged subversive
activity. Those allegations could not be proven but
in October 1950 a lower court found him guilty of
negligence in keeping of a state secret and sentenced
him to nine months in prison without the possibility
of parole. He also lost his military rank of a Colo-
nel. His persecution was fully in line with the gen-
eral purge in the Czechoslovak Army. Instead on
being released after serving his time, he was trans-
ferred to a forced labour camp in March 1951 and
forced to stay until April of the next year. The same
court cleared him of all charges in July 1950 but he
could not return to his post in the army. He had to
earn his living as a manual worker. Jan Kréek died
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as a reserve private after a serious illness on March
24,1961 in Prague, completely forgotten. During the
political thaw in the late 1960s, his wife attempted
to have him rehabilitated. Her efforts were, however,
interrupted by the occupation of Czechoslovakia by
Warsaw Pact troops in August 1968. Kréek was not

definitively and fully rehabilitated morally and as a
officer of the army until long after the fall of the com-
munist regime in Czechoslovakia, in March 2015%.

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ORGANIZATION OF MILITARY-HISTORICAL WORK
DURING THE PREPARATION AND CONDUCT OF THE OPERATION
OF THE OPERATIONAL GROUPING OF TROOPS

Based on the analysis of the requirements of the guiding documents on the organization of military-historical
work in the Armed Forces of Ukraine, the publication of the US Army on the planning of military-historical
operations at the tactical level, the author proposes a procedure for organizing military-historical work during
the preparation and conduct of operations of the operational group of troops, adapted to NATO standards.

To organize military-historical work, it is proposed to create a non-staff group of military-historical work
of the group of troops. The main tasks of the military-historical work group are: military-historical support
for the commander s decision-making; research and writing of the history of the group of troops and military
unit; military-historical descriptions of the operation, hostilities, the use of the latest types of weapons and
military equipment, etc.; collection, generalization and, in cooperation with the units of the training of the
headquarters of the operational grouping of troops and subordinate military units, dissemination of experience
in the training and combat use of troops (forces); countering the falsification of Ukrainian military history and
negative information influence on military-historical issues.

Activities during the planning of military-historical work include: studying the initiating directive, the
supreme commander s directive on planning and awareness of the operational environment, analyzing the task
for the operation; preparing a historical description of the area of operation, military-historical assessment
of the area of operation and preparation of proposals in the interests of developing options for the method of
conducting actions, development, analysis, comparison and approval of the selected option of action by the
military-historical work group; definition of the concept of military-historical work; setting tasks for organizing
military-historical work; developing a plan for military-historical work in the operation; preparing a report on
military-historical work.

The proposed procedure for planning military-historical work in the operation, in the author s opinion, will
contribute to the fulfillment of the specified tasks.
